* The Social Security Administration announced there would be no increase in Social Security benefits for 2011.   As a result of the hold-harmless provision, the increase in the Part B premium for 2011 will be paid by only a small percentage of Part B enrollees. Most Part B enrollees will pay the same monthly premium that they paid in 2009 and 2010 ($96.40 was the 2009 standard monthly premium and $110.50 was the 2010 standard monthly premium). 
Individuals who will continue to pay the 2009 Standard Monthly Premium

· Enrolled into Medicare in 2009 or prior
· Receiving retirement benefits from Social Security Administration 
· Have their Medicare Part B premiums withheld from their Social Security checks
Individuals who will continue to pay the 2010 Standard Monthly Premium

· Enrolled into Medicare in 2010
· Receiving retirement benefits from Social Security Administration 
· Have their Medicare Part B premiums withheld from their Social Security checks
Below are examples of individuals that will have to pay the 2011 standard monthly premium of $115.40 or higher. 
Individuals will who pay higher premiums

· New Enrollees into Medicare in 2011
· Individuals who do not have Medicare Part B premiums withheld from their Social Security checks (i.e. people who do not receive a monthly Social Security check but are eligible for Medicare Part B)
· Individuals who qualify for both Medicare and Medicaid and have their Part B premiums paid on their behalf by Medicaid

· Beneficiaries whose premiums are based on their adjustable gross income
