HEARING DISPOSITION

An emergency public hearing was held on August 9, 2012, to hear testimony and receive comments on extending the following procurements:
· Loescher Heating and Air Conditioning construction contract to complete installation of an electric steam condensate pump at the Dixon Correctional Center (DCC).  
· Baysinger Design Group, Inc., Architect/Engineer contract and Giessler Roofing Co. Inc. construction contract for roof replacement at the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) District 9 Headquarters.

In regard to the DCC project, Bill Mabie, CDB Regional Manager, indicated the electrical rough-in work is currently being performed and the electric pump are scheduled to be delivered on August 24, 2012.  SPO Broers asked if an extension to November 1, 2012 would be sufficient for the installation of the pump, and what were the consequences if the project was not extended?  Mr. Mabie stated the construction work could be completed by October 1, 2012, but that a November 1, 2012 completion date would allow for complete project close-out.  Mr. Mabie further stated if the contract were not extended the pump would not be installed.  Nicki Patterson asked Mr. Mabie if the reason the pump would not be installed was due to the fact the contractor would not be paid for installation if the contract was not extended.  Mr. Mabie responded the contract needed to be extended in order to pay for all work performed and close-out of the contract.  

Josh Floyd, Procurement Policy Board, asked if this hearing was for a time extension only.  SPO Broers responded that the hearing was for a time extension only.

Patricia Broers recommends and extension of 90 days to November 1, 2012 in order to complete the work on this project.

Marci Boudet, the Project Manager for CDB, responded to SPO Broers request for a project update and expected completion date along with a reason for a second extension.  The first extension was approved for August 17, 2012 completion date.  Ms. Boudet stated the actual roof work should be completed by August 17th.  The reason for a second extension request was due to the fact the contractor did not begin work until two weeks after the expected start date of July 9, 2012.  SPO Broers asked if someone would explain consequences if the contracts of Baysinger Design Group, Inc. and Giessler Roofing Co., Inc. were not extended?  Gary Kitchen, CDB Regional Manager, stated there would be not vehicle for all paperwork to be processed.

No other persons offered testimony or comments on this project.

Patricia Broers recommends an extension of 52 days to September 30, 2012 in order to complete the work on this project.
