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COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG)

CDBG "IKE" DISASTER RECOVERY PROGRAM

INTRODUCTION

The Consolidated Security, Disaster Assistance, and Continuing Appropriations Act, 2009 (Pub. Law 110-329), enacted on September 30, 2008, appropriated $6.5 billion through the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program for “necessary expenses related to disaster relief, long-term recovery, and restoration of infrastructure, housing, and economic revitalization in areas affected by hurricanes, floods, and other natural disasters occurring during 2008 for which the President declared a major disaster...”. The U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) was designated by Congress as the administering agency.  In October 2008, HUD reduced the amount of funding to $6.1 billion in response to a budget rescission requirement from Congress. On November 28, 2008, HUD made an initial one-third allocation to Illinois in the amount of $41,984,121. HUD issued notice of a second allocation for grant funds for CDBG Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) of $127,207.128 to Illinois, as published in the Federal Register on August 14, 2009 (FR-5336-N-01).  

The Notice required the State to submit an Amendment to the initial Action Plan for Disaster Recovery to provide further details for the distribution of funds and the eligible program activities for the second allocation.  States were provided the opportunity to combine their CDBG-DR action plans under the initial allocation and second allocations into one plan, an option the State of Illinois elected to do.  The plan addresses the method of distribution and funding criteria under both the initial and second CDBG-DR 1800 allocations will be incorporated into the plan.

IMPACT OF SEVERE STORMS AND FLOODING AND ILLINOIS' RECOVERY NEEDS

The statewide average precipitation in 2008 was 50.7 inches, 11.4 inches above normal and the second wettest year since 1895.  Based on preliminary data, the statewide average precipitation for September 2008 was 7.98 inches, making this the third wettest September on record (going back to 1895) for Illinois.  Chicago (at O'Hare airport) reported 6.64 inches on September 13, 2008 setting a new record for the most rain in one calendar day in Chicago's history.  

Major flooding in three regions of the state kept the State Emergency Operations Center (SEOC) activated for more than three weeks in June and early July. A large contingent of state resources, including more than 1,400 Illinois National Guard troops, was activated to help communities along the Mississippi River and other rivers in northern and southeastern Illinois battle floodwaters. In total, 26 levees overtopped or breached along the Mississippi River between Rock Island, Illinois and St. Louis, Missouri. Six of the 26 overtopped or breached levee systems are located in Illinois.  As a result of the June 2008 flooding, 25 Illinois counties were declared federal disaster areas per FEMA-1771-DR. Twenty-one of these 25 counties are located along the Mississippi, Embarras, and Wabash Rivers. The state’s requests for federal disaster assistance for people and businesses in 18 counties and for local governments in 22 counties were approved by FEMA, bringing welcomed relief to many persons in these flood-battered areas.  HUD previously allocated $17,341,434 to assist these counties in their efforts to recover from the devastation caused by the severe flooding.

Flooding in September again ravaged homes, businesses and communities. Heavy rains, including precipitation from Hurricane Ike, caused extensive flooding in the northern and central regions of the state in September. The severe flooding caused tremendous damage, which, in turn, left most communities without electricity for days, and many for weeks. The state was successful in getting federal assistance for people and businesses in nine counties, as well as federal reimbursement for some flood-related expenses incurred by local governments in 13 counties. A total of 41 counties were included in FEMA 1800-DR, FEMA 1771-DR and FEMA 1747-DR.  

FEDERAL AND STATE PROGRAM OBJECTIVES

HUD National Objectives.  To ensure that Illinois' CDBG "Ike" Disaster Recovery Program meets the intent of the federal Housing and Community Development ("HCD") Act of 1974, as amended, Congress has required that the program meets at least one of the following three national objectives:

 Benefiting low-to-moderate income persons;

 Aiding in the prevention or elimination of slums and blight; or

 Meeting other community development needs that pose a serious and immediate threat to the health and welfare of the community.

Within the statutory requirements of the HCD Act, Illinois defined its own program objectives and procedures for program administration and developed criteria for selection of project grant awards.  

Illinois' CDBG "Ike" Program targets and prioritizes economic development, housing and public infrastructure activities designed to meet locally defined community needs, with an emphasis on addressing long or longer term forms of recovery.
I. SECTION I- GENERAL APPLICATION INFORMATION
A. ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS - 

Awards to (Eligible) Entitlement and Non-Entitlement Communities: 

DCEO may accept CDBG "Ike" Program applications from entitlement communities as well as non-entitlement communities, if they are within one of 41 Illinois counties that were declared under the three FEMA declarations in 2008.  These include the FEMA-1800, 1747 and 1771 declaration.  See the "Federally-Designated Areas in Illinois Eligible for CDBG-DR-'Ike' Assistance" for the listing of these counties at Part III Attachment A.
Disaster Recovery Funds Categorical Distribution 

The aggregate use of CDBG Ike Program funds shall benefit low and moderate income individuals and families in a manner that ensures that at least fifty (50) percent of the amount is expended for activities that benefit such persons during the designated period. 

Under Illinois' CDBG "Ike" Program, the state elected to waive the standard CDBG requirement to distribute all funds to local governments to oversee projects on their own behalf.  Under several of the Ike program components, Illinois will have direct project involvement.  Under certain of the Ike housing programs Illinois has reserved the right, per HUD waiver, to directly administer certain aspects these programs.  Similarly, under the Ike-Economic Development components, and the Public Infrastructure component, the state may elect to directly administer under certain projects, or continue to award CDBG funding to communities to oversee their own projects without direct state involvement as the state does under the ongoing Community Development Assistance Program (CDAP).   

The HUD Notice(s) providing "Ike" grantee recipients with official guidance for the CDBG Ike Disaster Recovery program, states “...(A)ctivities eligible under this Notice may be undertaken, subject to state law, by the recipient through its employees, or through procurement contracts, or through loans or grants under agreements with subrecipients, or by one or more entities that are designated by the chief executive officer of the state.” 

Awards to Public and Private Grantees. Under the CDBG Ike-ED Business Stimulus Program components, both private businesses or units of general local government located (i.e., cities, villages, townships, and federally-recognized Indian tribes) located in one of 41 Illinois counties declared under one of the three FEMA declarations of 2008 affecting Illinois may apply for funding.  Under the Ike program, DCEO will accept applications from HUD-entitlement communities within a 2008 FEMA-declared county, in addition to non-entitlement communities that fall within a 2008 FEMA-declared county.

Joint Applications.  Units of general local government may also submit applications "on behalf of" local entities that otherwise may not be eligible to apply.  In an instance where two or more eligible local governments face a common problem, a joint application may be filed.  (See the "Forms" section of this application guide for a sample cooperation agreement.)  Local governments, however, must not only share a common problem but must be able to demonstrate that a joint effort is required to solve the problem.  Joint applications which are submitted only for administrative convenience will not be accepted.  Local governments considering a joint application must contact the Department prior to submittal.  An "on behalf of" or joint application may not be filed for an entitlement city or a city located in an entitlement county.  In addition, an "on behalf of" or joint application may not be filed solely for the purpose of circumventing the rule that a unit of local government may submit only one application per component.  

B. ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES (ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT)

Economic Development Activities 

Illinois' CDBG "Ike" Disaster Program economic development program will consist of a business stimulus program.  The allocation established for the Business Stimulus programs is $15,000,000.

Under the CDBG Ike-ED Business Stimulus Program components, a variety of activities are eligible that can assist businesses in remaining or locating into an Ike-eligible community.  The following are examples, but may not represent the full range of eligible activities under the Ike ED- business stimulus component:

a) Direct grants or loans for a variety of Ike-ED project activities, including, but not necessarily limited to those for:

(i) Land acquisition,

(ii) construction,

(iii) building renovation,

(iv) business tenant improvements,

(v) lease of space in or purchase an existing business,

(vi) purchase of capital equipment,

(vii) purchase of inventory,

(viii) working capital,

(ix) the support higher employee wages/ benefits that the business would not otherwise provide, and 

(x) job training for new employees that would not otherwise qualify for the jobs.

b) Infrastructure to support private business;

c) Assistance to businesses that provide goods or services needed by, and will be affordable to, low- and moderate-income residents.  (HCDA 105(a)(17).

NOTE-- See Section III Below- For Ike-Economic Development Business Stimulus Program Guidelines and Criteria.
C. INELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES

The following activities are ineligible for Ike Program funding:

1.
General government expenses.

2.
Costs of operating and maintaining public facilities and services (e.g., mowing parks and replacing street light bulbs).

3.
Servicing or refinancing of delinquent or defaulted existing debt.

NOTE:  Applications submitted for an Ike-eligible program activity will be considered for program award as funds are available and in consideration of criteria established.

Prohibition Against the use of CDBG "Ike" Program Resources and Assistance for Job-Pirating Activities

By both federal statute [HCDA, codified at 42 U.S.C.  §5305(h)] and HUD regulation 24 C.F.R. §570.482(h) that govern the CDBG program anti-pirating policies were established, prohibiting the states (and state grantees) from using CDBG funds for “job-pirating” activities that are likely to result in significant job loss in a defined Labor Market Area ("LMA") from which the business is relocating.  The regulation targets businesses that move (or expand) their existing operations from one Labor Market Area to another.  Relocations within a LMA are not subject to the anti-pirating regulations.

The regulations prohibit CDBG recipients from providing CDBG funds to for-profit businesses (including expansions of existing businesses) (1) if the funding will assist in the relocation of a plant, facility, or operation (terms defined in the regulations) – and – (2) if the relocation is likely to result in "significant loss of jobs in the LMA from which the relation occurs.  A “significant job loss” is defined as follows:

· 500 or more jobs lost in a Labor Market Area is always considered a significant loss; and thus CDBG- Ike funds cannot be used in such cases. 

· 26-499 jobs lost may be significant job loss if the lost jobs are equal to or greater than one-tenth of one percent (0.1%) of the total number of persons in the labor force of the Labor Market Area from which the proposed business relocation would occur.  As an example, 26 jobs lost would be a significant job loss in a LMA with a labor force size of 26,000 people.

· 25 or fewer jobs lost in a LMA is not a significant loss; and thus not a job-pirating problem, allowing CDBG Ike funds to be used in such cases.

Grants to communities for infrastructure improvements that aid in the relocations of a specific business are covered by this anti-pirating rule, being considered the same as directly assisting the relocations business.

Under the regulations a job will be considered to have been relocated if positions are eliminated at an existing operation within three (3) years of the time when CDBG "IKE" funding assistance was provided to the expansion site operation of the business.

Certifications (by the business, as to non-relocation of jobs) are required by the regulations to be part of the agreement which governs CDBG assistance to the business.  These certifications are made by the business, not by the grantee.  The business must also contractually agree that if significant job losses do occur (within a 3-year window) at an existing location from which an expansion was CDBG assisted, then the business will reimburse the CDBG recipient (the community) for CDBG assistance provided to the business (directly) or expended on behalf of the business (e.g., infrastructure improvement project).  These certifications and agreements to reimburse, by the business, must be a part of the MOU for the project.

The Labor Market Areas defined by the U.S. Department of Labor will be used.  The designations of the LMAs and labor force data are found at the Bureau of Labor Standards website at http://www.bls.gov/. 

The HUD regulations in this area are very detailed.  The guidelines explanations above are not intended to be a full explanation of this restriction.  The full text of the regulations must be read and understood in order to achieve compliance.  
D. APPLICATION REVIEW AND EVALUATION PROCESS
The screening and review process for the program is designed to ensure that limited CDBG "Ike" Program funds are awarded to projects that demonstrate the need for financial assistance and have a well-designed project. After reviewing each application, site visits may be made for the purpose of verifying information and further evaluating projects.  DCEO reserves the right to collect additional project documentation. The actual number and types of awards will be subject to funding availability.  All recommendations are forwarded to the Director's Office, for final funding decisions; however, all decisions will be based on the general distribution of funds outlined on the following pages.

E. applicant Information/ GUIDELINES
1. Costs incurred in preparation of applications are not reimbursable under this grant program.

2. The Department reserves the right to reject any or all applications received, to negotiate or to cancel in part, or in their entirety, grants resulting from application awards if it is in the Department’s best interest to do so.

3. The Department reserves the right to withdraw a commitment for CDBG "Ike" Program funds where special grant conditions have not been satisfied 90 days after the date of the executed grant agreement, or at the discretion of the Department if it is determined the project will not progress.

4. Project applications may consist of one or more activities which are directly related to or obviously complementary to or supporting one principal activity.  The principal activity must clearly be designed to address needs appropriate to the particular CDBG "Ike" Program component under which an applicant may apply.  The selection of the appropriate program component is the responsibility of the applicant.

5. The Department reserves the right to establish the amount of grant funds awarded, raise the individual grant ceilings, and to shift funds from one CDBG "Ike" Program component funding area to another.  The Department also reserves the right to award funds to the next highest rated applicant(s) for any component should funds become available due to de-obligations, etc.

6. The Department reserves the right to deny funding when submitted applications involve eligible units of government with serious unresolved audit or monitoring findings related to performance capacity.

7. On an annual basis, the Department will re-evaluate the timely distribution of funds under all program components, as well as the availability of unspent and recaptured funds.  Unspent and recaptured funds will be awarded to fund additional projects.  

8. The Department will not allow duplication of funding.  Applicants must clearly indicate private insurance claims applicable to the project and any other federal, state or other assistance applicable to the project and deduct such assistance from the total project cost when identifying the gap and requesting CDBG "Ike" Program assistance.

9. Environmental review, civil rights, fair housing, Davis Bacon labor standards, financial management, and contract management all apply as in the state's ongoing CDAP Program.

F. SUBMISSION INFORMATION
Applications may be submitted on an as-needed basis.  All applicants should complete the application package and submit an original and two copies to the Department. II. SECTION II- PROGRAM INFORMATION AND POLICIES

This section of the Application contains a description of the general requirements and policies which are applicable to all CDBG "Ike" Program projects.

A. JOB CREATION/RETENTION GUIDELINES

The Department will strive to fund CDBG "Ike" projects that, to the greatest extent, benefit fifty-one percent (51%) or greater low-to-moderate income ("LMI") persons through the creation and or retention of jobs.   
Determining LMI-Jobs Benefit for Economic Development Projects

Under the Ike- ED business stimulus program, the low-to-moderate income benefit objective is met for projects involving jobs that are either created and/or retained and are held by 51% or employees meeting the low-to-moderate income criterion, as determined by HUD's Section 8 income guidelines [See Attachment “Section 8 Income Limits 2012” in Part IV of this application].  At the time of closeout of the project, 51% percent of the total number of actual jobs created and/or retained must benefit low-to-moderate income persons.

Job Creation -- If a project involves job creation, evidence of benefit can be documented in one of two ways.  The business must agree to:

a)
Obtain and keep on file for verification necessary information about the income of the individual hired, through the use of the Employee Income Certification Form (see the Forms section of this guidebook); and/or

b)
Accept employment referrals through the local Illinois Employment and Training Center.

Job Retention -- If a project involves job retention, the applicant must provide clear and objective evidence that in the absence of the CDBG assistance the jobs will be lost and the Employee Income Certification Form (see the Forms section) must be completed by each existing employee to be retained as a result of the project and the original forms must be submitted as part of the application package.   

B. CITIZEN PARTICIPATION

The standard CDBG local public hearing requirement is waived for the CDBG "Ike" Program.  However, all local government applicants must provide for public participation.  In order to address public participation, applicants may fulfill this requirement by posting notices on their website, local public facilities, local newspapers, etc and allow for a 7 day comment period by the public. Applicants are still responsible for ensuring that all residents have equal access to information about the proposed CDBG Ike projects. Among other things, this means that each grantee must ensure that project information is available in the appropriate languages for the geographic area served by the jurisdiction.

Note:  Successful local government applicants must also conduct a close-out public hearing to review program performance and obtain citizen views regarding program activities and performance under the grant.

C. APPLICANT/GRANTEE/RECIPIENT DISCLOSURE

Section 102 of the Housing and Urban Development Reform Act of 1989 includes a number of provisions to help ensure greater accountability and integrity in the manner HUD and its grantees make funds available.  The CDBG "Ike" Program is one of the HUD programs covered by Section 102.  Applicants will be required to complete a disclosure form (see the Section IV "Forms" section for the appropriate form) at the time of application.

D. ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS

For local government grantees, CDBG "Ike" Program funds may be used to finance reasonable costs associated with general management, oversight and coordination of the project.  Such costs include, but are not limited to, salaries, travel costs, administrative services performed under third party contracts, including legal and audit services, environmental review, additional fidelity bonding costs or other services required for administration of the grant.

CDBG "Ike" Program funds requested for grant administration should be detailed on the "Administration Costs Which Will Be Paid out of CDBG "Ike" Program" form (see the Application Forms section).  Administration budgets submitted may include the estimated cost of an audit to be conducted in accordance with the Comptroller General's Governmental Auditing Standards, and the Single Audit Act, as amended by the Single Audit Act Amendments of 1996, and the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-133, if applicable.  If a grantee expends less than $500,000 of federal funds in one fiscal year, a single audit is not required.  

E. STATE AND FEDERAL COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS

Each applicant must agree to comply with all applicable federal and state requirements.  These can have a significant impact on the costs and complexity of a project.  Local government and non-profit organizations who receive a grant award will be expected to submit signed assurances that they will comply with all federal mandates.  Some areas which applicants must comply with include:

1. The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) establishes procedures for protecting the environment.   In order to use the CDBG "Ike" Program funds awarded to a local government, the grantee has to comply with environmental procedures, standards and guidelines mandated by NEPA and all other applicable environmental regulations (e.g., prime farmland protection, historic preservation, floodplain hazards, etc.).  Applicants may conduct environmental reviews during the application phase.  Costs associated with the application phase review are reimbursable by the Department for those applicants that are awarded a CDBG "Ike" Program award.

Please refer to Section III D for Instructions to initiate the early warning environmental review process.

NOTE:  Federal statutes (the National Environmental Policy Act and HCDA) and HUD implementing regulations (24 C.F.R. Part 58) require that CDBG "Ike" -assisted projects must have an appropriate environmental review process completed and an environmental clearance letter issued by the Department prior to costs for the project being incurred, whether those costs are incurred by the community or the assisted business and regardless of the source of funding.  The process must be documented with an appropriate environmental review record.  The environmental review process and its documentation are the responsibility of the applicant unit of general local government.  The entire project – not just a portion of the project which might involve CDBG "Ike" -funded activities – must be aggregated when reviewing the project’s environmental impact.

The time required to complete the entire process of environmental review varies considerably depending on the facts and circumstances of each project.  The process can take as little as a few days to as much as several months.   In many projects, clearing the environmental review is a time-consuming task, so start the process immediately.

Questions relating to NEPA requirements should be directed to the DCEO vendor.

2.

The Interagency Wetland Policy Act of 1989 requires applicants to certify that the proposed project is compatible with established State of Illinois policy regarding wetlands (i.e., to minimize the destruction of existing wetlands in Illinois as a result of state and state-supported activity).

3.
The Illinois Endangered Species Protection Act and the Illinois Natural Area Preservation Act requires consultation with the Endangered Species Consultation Program of the Illinois Department of Natural Resources to assure compliance.  The consultation process must be implemented to avoid or minimize adverse impacts to state listed species and their essential habitats that may result from the actions of state and local units of government.  Applicants must certify the completion of the consultation process for all non-exempt proposed projects.

4.
The Davis-Bacon Prevailing Wage Act requires the payment of prevailing wages for all construction funded in whole or in part with federal funds, including funds passed through to private firms.  If your project involves construction and/or equipment installation, you should contact the Department so a determination can be made concerning the applicability of federal labor standards.
5.
The Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1987 applies to federally assisted activities that involve the acquisition of real property or the displacement of persons, including displacement caused by rehabilitation and demolition activities.  Any person or business displaced as a direct result of federal assistance must be provided with Uniform Relocation benefits.  

6.
Equal Opportunity and Fair Housing Accessibility Laws require that CDBG "Ike" Program grantees administer their project in a manner that affirmatively furthers equal opportunity and fair housing.  All CDBG "Ike" Program grantees will be required to undertake specific activities to further fair housing.  CDBG "Ike" Program grantees must assure all activities and services are accessible to persons with disabilities.

7.
Section 3 under the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 requires public infrastructure recipients to give, to the greatest extent feasible and consistent with the existing federal, state, and local laws and regulations, job training, employment, contracting and other economic opportunities to Section 3 residents and Section 3 business concerns.

F. INITIAL GRANTEE RESPONSIBILITIES

Successful local government applicants will receive a separate grant award document, with a contract period of twenty-four months, specifying terms and conditions of the grant.  The Department reserves the right to specify special grant conditions and terms of the grant agreement.  The grant award document will include the following:

 Scope of Work;

 Special Grant Conditions, e.g., environmental, leverage, etc.; 


 Grant Budget; and

 Program Assurances and Certifications.

In general, grantees will be expected to sign and return the grant award document within 30 days from the date of the letter transmitting the grant award document to the grantee.  Grantees are expected to meet all special grant conditions within 90 days of the grant award execution date.  

Project costs restrictions-- It is important to note the following:

a)
CDBG "Ike" administrative costs may be incurred as of the date of the grant award letter;

b)
Project costs (both CDBG "Ike" and non- CDBG "Ike" funds) may be incurred only after 
receiving a grant award letter and meeting environmental review requirements; and

c)
CDBG "Ike" funds will not be disbursed until all special grant conditions are met, unless otherwise stipulated.
SECTION III- ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMPONENT REQUIREMENTS

A. CDBG NATIONAL OBJECTIVE GUIDANCE
States receiving CDBG Ike program funding must award a minimum of 50% of all "Ike" program funding towards projects achieving a 51% benefit to low-to-moderate income populations.  Applicants will be required to assess whether the LMI benefit can be achieved in their proposed projects and to document the LMI benefit when applicable.  When determined necessary, the state will give priority to projects that can meet the 51% LMI national objective to ensure the overall 50% LMI benefit is achieved as federally required for this funding.

Under the Ike- ED business stimulus components, Low-to-moderate income status is based upon the income of the individual prior to being hired a determination of family size and family income based upon the median family income for the county in which the project is located.  
If a project involves job creation, evidence of benefit can be documented in one of two ways.  The business must agree to:

•
Document the income of each individual hired through the completion of the Employee Income Certification Form (see Section IV); and/or

•
Accept employment referrals through the local service provider under the Workforce Investment Act (WIA).

•
Document the individual income of each existing employee retained through the completion of the Employee Income Certification (Section IV).
Urgent Need- "Ike" Economic Development Guidelines

Under the Ike- Economic Development business components, applicants can also seek to demonstrate that there is an urgent need to assist the project with Ike program funding.  Applicants are expected to first assess whether the low-to-moderate income benefit objective can be met.

For Ike economic development projects that cannot meet the LMI objective, the HUD "urgent need" national objective can be considered.  The Department will assess urgent need and weigh factors accepted by HUD.

B. SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
1.
Grant Funds Provided as Financial Assistance to a Business in Support of Economic Development

The following requirements, in addition to those listed in Section II, apply to applications submitted for consideration under the CDBG Ike-Economic Development component requesting grant funds to provide financial assistance to a business in support of economic development.

a.
Project Costs and Funding Information.  All projects are assessed to determine whether CDBG "Ike" funding is appropriate.  The Department reserves the right to request any and all of the following supporting financial data (outlined in Section IV Forms of this guidebook).  The following elements are included in the Department's determination of whether funding is appropriate and whether the activity complies with the guidelines for evaluating project costs and financial requirements set forth in 24 CFR 570.209(a):

The Department will review each project cost element to determine that the cost is reasonable and consistent with third-party, fair-market prices for that cost element.

{
The Department will review all projected sources of funds necessary to complete the project.  The applicant must verify that all sources (in particular private debt and equity financing) have been firmly committed and are available to be invested in the project.

A financial review will be conducted to ensure that CDBG "Ike" funds are not being substituted for available private debt financing or equity capital.  The amount of CDBG "Ike" assistance provided to a business will be limited to the amount, with appropriate terms and conditions, sufficient to allow the project to go forward without substituting CDBG "Ike" funds for available private debt or cash equity.  Terms will be structured so that the business is allowed a reasonable rate of return on invested equity, considering the level of risk of the project.  In completing the financial analysis, the Department reserves the right to set the rate of interest.  Factors influencing the Department's pricing evaluation include, but are not limited to, profitability, cash flow, collateral coverage and use of funds.

b.
Assessments Connected with the Participating Business.  The participating business must meet one of the following criteria in determining the appropriate level of financial assistance:

{
Financing Gap Assessment - This assessment will be utilized in assisting the Department in determining whether a business can raise only a portion of the financing necessary to complete a project.

{
Location (Site Selection) Assessment - This assessment will be made when a firm or business is considering multi-state location options.  CDBG "Ike" funds are needed to equalize cost factor variations between sites. The Department will generally request cost disclosures for each site under consideration.
                        {   Rate of Return Assessment- This assessment will be utilized to assist the Department in determining whether the requested assistance to the  business provides not more than a reasonable rate of return when considering the amount, type and terms of the assistance.
c.
Special Ike-ED Grant Conditions.  For successful applicants, the Department will issue a written agreement or grant award document which will contain among other things, the conditions connected with the Ike grant award.  

d.
The following are examples of what will generally be required of all businesses as a condition of a CDBG "Ike" financial assistance closing:

· Written evidence of finalization of all sources of financing (copies of promissory notes, commitment letters);

· Finalization and documentation of all project costs (a detailed narrative for all non-CDBG "Ike" activities with corresponding costs) and independent vendor cost estimates which verify expenditures associated with CDBG "Ike" activities;

· Written evidence of lease or sale between the owner of the real property and the company;

· Business interruption insurance;

· Assignment of life insurance on the principal(s) in the amount of the financial assistance which will be 
a decreasing term unless equivalent dollar amounts for existing permanent type insurance are substituted; 

· Subordination of all existing and future officer and director’s notes payables for the term of the loan in favor of the local government. If there is no such subordinated debt, the company must attest that there are not such subordinate note holders, and its Board must resolve that no loans to officers and directors will be made by the company for the duration of the CDBG "Ike" financial assistance;

· Certification of Insurance evidencing coverage for general liability, workers compensation/employer's liability and all business personal and/or real property designating the unit of local government as loss payee and/or mortgagee; and

· Preliminary mortgage title commitment policies; and

· Certificate of Good Standing from the Illinois Secretary of State and the Illinois Department of Revenue.

e.
Recapturing.  Program income generated from financial assistance may be recaptured by a local government recipient.   DCEO will review on a case by case basis.
C. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT GRANT APPLICATIONS
In addition to other requirements and guidance, the following also applies:

1. Business Start-Ups.   If a start-up project is proposed, private investment must generally include an equity injection of at least 20 percent of the total eligible non-CDBG "Ike" financing.  The Director may waive this requirement for good cause.  Good cause may include, but is not limited to, cases where CDBG "Ike" funds are used for the construction or rehabilitation of public infrastructure, where the equity requirement would create an unreasonable hardship for the applicant, where financial assistance is sought by a minority enterprise, where other conditions of the project are so firmly supported that the equity requirement is not necessary or where the need for job creation in the geographical area far exceeds the relative security offered by the 20 percent equity requirement.

2. Job Pirating Prohibition.  In accordance to 24 CFR Part 570.482(f), Prohibition of Use of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Assistance for Job-Pirating Activities, grant funds may not be used to assist directly in the relocation of any industrial or commercial plant, facility, or operation, from one area to another area, if the relocation is likely to result in a significant loss of employment in the labor market area from which the relocation occurs.

3. Ineligible Activities (ED Projects).  The following activities are generally ineligible (without special approval) under the Ike Economic Development program components (without special waiver, or explicit approval from the US Department of HUD):

(a) Assistance to privately-owned recreational facilities that serve a predominantly higher-income clientele where the benefit to such clientele clearly outweighs employment or other benefits to low-to-moderate income persons;

(b) Acquisition of land, for speculative purposes, for which no specific proposed use has been identified; 


(c) Additional assistance to a for-profit business while that business is the subject of unresolved findings of noncompliance relating to previous CDAP (CDBG) assistance;

(d) Assistance to professional sports teams;

(e) Projects that provide direct support for gambling or construction of facilities that have gambling as their principal purpose.

4. Definitions (ED Projects). To assist applicants in the preparation of their CDBG "Ike" applications, certain terms are defined below:

Project Investment - a financial contribution which includes other sources of private and public financing (e.g., U.S. Department of Commerce, Economic Development Administration, U.S. Small Business Administration, Illinois Environmental Protection Agency, and USDA Rural Development).  Project Investment may include cash equity infusion by either the owner(s) of the company or by the corporation itself.  Machinery and equipment brought into the state from another state are an additional source of project investment.  (The value will be determined based upon market value.)  Under-utilized land and/or buildings will also be considered when the appraised value qualifies them as under-utilized.  There are exclusions to the project investment definition, and the following exceptions apply:

w Costs that are integrated with the project and incurred prior to date of grant award will not count as project investment;

w Retained earnings will not be considered cash equity;

w Locally held CDAP(CDBG) recapture funds will not be considered as project investment, nor will funds from other Department funded programs, e.g., Weatherization, although they may be used to further the project;

w Generally, the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) will not recognize CDBG "Ike" funds as project investment against their program funds.  However, DCEO recognizes IDOT as a legitimate source of match funds. Please check with IDOT staff in determining their eligibility requirements prior to submitting the CDBG "Ike" application.

w Existing in-state equipment, land, buildings, furnishings, inventory, etc., already owned and paid for and being utilized will not be considered project investment (not including under-utilized land/buildings).  Inventory (both existing in Illinois and/or brought into the state from another state) is not considered project investment;

w Contracts for Deed without a due and payable clause or which are an apparent substitution for simple rent will not be counted as project investment; and

w Post project costs such as operational expenses will not be considered.

Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) job - Under the Ike-Economic Development program, 1,950 hours of permanent employment in a 12 month period by one or more positions constitutes a full-time-equivalent position.  Full-time permanent positions should be identified independently of part-time or seasonal permanent jobs that can be utilized to assess additional FTE job numbers.

Equity - tangible assets such as cash, under-utilized land and/or buildings and machinery/equipment located out of state which is unencumbered and available to be put into the project.  Cash must be immediately available and unencumbered at the time CDBG "Ike" funds are disbursed.  Machinery and equipment will be accepted at their market value.  Land and buildings will be accepted at their fair market value.

Post Operating Expenses - necessary business costs incurred after completion of the "project" as defined, which are funded from future internally generated sources of cash.  Typical situations which constitute post-operational costs are:  1) future retained earnings to finance project activities;  2) the future sale of excess equipment; and 3) the recognition of future increases in operating costs from the completion of the cash-to-cash inventory and accounts receivable cycles.

Collateral Considerations -If the Department's evaluation of the liquidation value of the collateral or other forms of secured interest offered indicates that it is insufficient, the Department reserves the right to deny the application or require additional security interests. The Department will conduct a financial analysis of the assisted company in relation to the proposed project. The Department will assess the risk of potential project failure and weigh this risk against the potential project benefit [the number of jobs created/retained, type of jobs created/retained, private leverage invested and the level of distress of the area that will benefit from the project (i.e., county rate of unemployment as compared to the state wide average)]. The Department will approve the project if it determines that the risk is reasonable, that is, the potential benefit outweighs the potential financial risk. Applicants should note that “additional security interests” may include guarantees from a spouse and/or a subordinate mortgage against a personal residence, royalties, and convertible debt.
D. EARLY WARNING ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW INSTRUCTIONS FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS
The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires grantees to conduct a review of the environmental effect of a proposed project.  As part of this environmental review, applicants must afford the following four state agencies the opportunity to comment on proposed projects prior to the formal environmental review:

1.
Illinois Environmental Protection Agency 

2.
Illinois Department of Agriculture

3.
Illinois Historic Preservation Agency

4.
Illinois Department of Natural Resources

For purposes of submitting a CDBG "Ike" application, each applicant must attach a copy of the initial letter of notification to each of the four primary agencies.

Described below is the information each agency requires to complete its review.  These items, as appropriate, are to be included in a brief letter explaining the purpose and scope of the project.  The letter should also include a contact person, other than the mayor, who is familiar with the project, and can supply additional project information.  For purposes of the formal environmental review, these agencies must "sign-off" or respond in writing to the results of their findings prior to publication of the required notice.  However, this response is not required as part of the application package.  The Department encourages applicants to initiate the early warning process at the time of application.
Some projects, depending on activities undertaken, may be exempt from agency review.  

NOTE: DCEO will be responsible for all NEPA requirements for any project being directly funded by the State. 

Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA)

The IEPA reviews CDAP (and CDBG Disaster) program economic development projects to evaluate the need for permits and necessary environmental controls.  If the IEPA is provided with the following information on manufacturing operations and water management plans, the IEPA review can be expedited.

Illinois Department of Agriculture (IDOA)

Illinois Historic Preservation Agency

Applicants involved with activities that include federal involvement at any phase of a project must take into account how their undertakings could affect historic properties (properties listed in or eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places).  The Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (IHPA) has been designated to act as the review body for these projects.  Prior to publication of the notices, a letter must be issued by the IHPA stating that the grantee has complied with all historic preservation requirements.

To facilitate this review, the letter to IHPA should be accompanied by their form, "Illinois Historic Preservation Agency Project Review for Community Development Assistance Program -- Public Facilities Grants".

Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR)

Any construction, land management, or other activity authorized, funded or performed by a state agency or unit of local government that will result in a change to the existing environmental conditions and/or may have a direct or indirect adverse impact on a listed species or its essential habitat or that otherwise jeopardizes the survival of that species requires Illinois Department of Natural Resources review.  This will include rezoning requests for lands currently zoned as agricultural or "open space" designation to one that would allow development and includes the approval of Planned Unit Developments, conditional or special use permits and preliminary and final subdivision plans.

Rezoning request for lands currently zoned, developed and used in its entirety for commercial, industrial or residential purposes and the issuance of building and zoning use permits, and other non-discretionary decisions by administrative officials are exempt.

When a unit of local government proposes an action that requires review, a Department of Natural Resources Endangered Species Consultation Agency Action Report form (or equivalent information) must be completed and submitted to the Department of Natural Resources.  The Department of Natural Resources will review for the presence of listed species.  Additional information will be requested.

To facilitate the review, the letter to IDNR should be accompanied by their form, "Endangered Species Consultation Program & Interagency Wetlands Act Agency Action Report".

1. Project Benefit


Five factors will be considered under this criterion:

a.
Project Need - Describe in sufficient detail the need for the project and the specific role of CDBG "Ike" in the project, including any other options which have been pursued.  Evidence of project need is demonstrated through a well-developed justification for public financing, either location, financial or rate of return.  The discussion should also address why other financing options could not be obtained or are not feasible, and repercussions if funding is denied.  Additional supporting documentation of need would include high unemployment levels (i.e., applicable county unemployment rate is higher than the state average), or other factors demonstrating public benefit. The company must demonstrate the need for program funds by including evidence that the project’s financing cannot be obtained without Department participation at an interest rate and term that makes the project viable in conjunction with leverage funds. 

b.
Project Design - Describe the activities that will be undertaken for this project with an emphasis upon project specifics, the reasonableness of activities, their timelines and how the needs, activities and projected impact will interrelate.

c.
Financial Commitments - Provide evidence of any firm commitments from lenders and investors for the non-CDBG "Ike" funded portion of the project.  Refer to the sample leverage commitment letter in Section IVA.

d.
Financial Feasibility - Provide adequate documentation of project feasibility and the company's ability to bring the project to fruition.  Financial feasibility of the project is a measure of the company’s ability to maintain continuous operation beneficial to the public interests as determined by anticipated operational costs, of less than or equal to the anticipated income or the availability of equity to cover any shortfall based on historical and projected financial statements.  For guidance on specific information to be submitted, refer to the Section IVA financial forms and documentation.

e.
Commitments for Job Creation/Retention - Provide firm assurances from the borrower (employer) regarding the number of permanent jobs to be created or retained for low-to-moderate income persons, types of positions and the time frame for job creation, not to exceed 24 months.
