Compliance Deadline July 25, 2011

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) finalized rules for existing and new metal fabrication and finishing facilities. 
You are receiving this mailing because we believe your facility is potentially impacted by this new regulation.  
The rule applies ONLY to area sources where the primary activity of the facility is in one of the following nine source categories:

(1) Electrical and Electronic Equipment Finishing Operations, including motor and generator manufacture; and electrical machinery, equipment, and supplies not elsewhere classified (NEC); (2) Fabricated

Metal Products NEC; (3) Fabricated Plate Work (Boiler Shops); (4) Fabricated Structural Metal Manufacturing; (5) Heating Equipment, except Electric; (6) Industrial Machinery and Equipment Finishing

Operations, including construction machinery manufacturing; oil and gas field machinery manufacturing; and pumps and pumping equipment manufacturing); (7) Iron and Steel Forging; (8) Primary

Metal Products Manufacturing; and (9) Valves and Pipe Fittings NEC.

Many facilities perform the metal fabrication and finishing processes addressed by this rule, but are not subject to Subpart XXXXXX unless they are "primarily engaged" in operations which are classified in one of the above-listed nine source categories. The HAP metals regulated by this rule include compounds of cadmium, chromium, lead, manganese, and nickel, or any of these metals in the elemental form, with the exception of lead. The rule ONLY applies to operations which use or emit these metals. Processes operating using low HAP metal levels may not be regulated. If your facility is an existing source (commenced construction before April 3, 2008) and meets the criteria listed above, you must submit the attached Initial Notification Report to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency by July 25, 2011 .  New sources (commenced construction on or after April 3, 2008) should already be in compliance and have submitted their initial notification, as well as notification of compliance status.

The rule addresses emission standards, management practices and equipment standards for new and existing operations performing dry abrasive blasting, machining, dry grinding and dry polishing with machines, spray painting and other spray coating, and welding operations.  Your facility may be subject to this rule and required to submit an initial notification even if it does not currently perform any of the regulated processes above.
