RE:

Program Income for FFY04

PURPOSE:
To communicate and explain the recipient share/government share rate for Federal Fiscal Year 2004, October 1, 2004 through September 30, 2005.

BACKGROUND:
Beginning in FFY03, the PTAC program required grantees to separate their program income and expenses into 2 restricted accounts—recipient share and government share.  This separation was based upon the rate of reimbursement established at the end of the program year between DCEO and DLA.  PTACs report gross program income and expenses to DCEO on a quarterly basis.

PROCEDURE:  Centers are required to set up 2 restricted accounts for program income – recipient share and government share—and possibly a fund balance account if one does not already exist.  Throughout the year, income is deposited into and expenses are paid from the fund balance account.  At the end of the PTAC program year (October – September), the balance of this total is split into 2 amounts based upon the rate of reimbursement for that year.  For program year FFY03 which ended September 30, 2004, the program income should be split according to the following ratio:  Recipient share 65.55% and Government share 34.45%.  PTACs will continue to report their gross program income and expenses to DCEO on a quarterly basis (as requested by email) throughout this program year.
