2006 Illinois Governor's Pollution Prevention Awards
The Waste Management and Research Center (WMRC) is accepting applications for the 2006 Illinois Governor's Pollution Prevention Awards. For instructions on how to apply for the award, please visit http://www.wmrc.uiuc.edu/gp2a Applications must be postmarked or submitted electronically by May 22, 2006 for consideration. 
 

Since 1987, WMRC has presented the Governor's Awards to companies and organizations in Illinois that have demonstrated a commitment to environmental excellence through the practice of pollution prevention. Any Illinois public or private organization is eligible to apply for an award.
 

WMRC also is accepting applications for the Innovate Illinois Award, which recognizes a novel technology or process modification that leads to significant waste reduction or elimination. Applicants must illustrate how innovative the new technology is and discuss its long-term beneficial impact on the environment in Illinois. Applicants may use the same project to apply for this award and the Governor's Pollution Prevention Award. The Innovate Illinois Award is judged across
all categories of organizations, regardless of size. Applications are due May 22, 2006. Technical experts from WMRC will review applications and site visits may be performed. The Governor's office makes the final award decisions. Winners will be announced at the Governor's Pollution Prevention Awards on Thursday, October 25, 2006 at the Doubletree Hotel in Bloomington. The Waste Management and Research Center is a division of the Illinois Department of Natural Resources. WMRC's mission is to conserve natural resources, reduce wastes, and increase economic vitality by providing Illinois businesses, institutions, and citizens with information,
research, innovative technologies, and technical assistance.
