REGULATORY ALERT Helps Small Biz Track Proposed Rules
Illinois small businesses have a tool in their efforts to track rules and regulations that might impact their operations and chances for success.

Regulatory Alert is a weekly publication that summarizes rules proposed during the previous week that would potentially affect small businesses.  Published each Monday by DCEO’s Office of Small Business Regulatory Flexibility, Regulatory Alert is designed to inform and involve the public of changes taking place with regard to licensing, registration and permitting.  Through Regulatory Alert, businesses and industry groups can learn about Illinois’ agencies proposed rules which may impact them positively or negatively.  This timely alert is particularly important, because once a rule has been proposed and printed in The Illinois Register, there is a 45-day First Notice period during which public comments may be accepted by the proposing agency.   The Regulatory Flexibility Office invites feedback from the small business community when determining what response is made to the Joint Committee on Administrative Rules.  How much will it cost to implement these rules?   Do the rules involve additional feedback?  Who will submit any reports?   

Additionally there is a section titled “Did You Know?” which includes items of interest regarding pending legislation, upcoming conferences, important tax news, and other timely information.  This section is used to promote hearings and other forums for small businesses to learn what is happening that might assist them.

Regulatory Alert is sent out via e-mail every Monday to more than 400 people, including the small businesses, industry groups and organizations, chambers of commerce, legislators, and other interested parties.  Regulatory Alert may also be accessed on DCEO’s website at:
