How to File a Tax Extension for Your Business
By Kathryn Tuggle on Main Street.com, March 20, 2013 - NEW YORK (MainStreet
) — Millions of Americans think of April 15 as a day they’d rather stay in bed — submitting taxes is on no one’s short list for a good time. But for thousands of small-business owners, the looming deadline can be almost impossible to meet — with 24-hour-a-day commitments to daily operations and employees, many companies will be unable to wrangle the appropriate documents in the next few weeks.  If you’re thinking of filing for an extension on your taxes, experts say there’s still time to get your things in order, but now's the time to get to work. Our tax gurus tackle the five most frequently asked questions for filing a small-business extension. 
 How do you know if you really need an extension or if you should just push on through and try to file by April 15?
“Business tax return filing is a complex and time-consuming undertaking, and, while being prepared to file on the original due date may seem ideal, there are many scenarios where businesses simply won’t be able to file by that deadline,” says Matt Becker, tax partner at BDO USA in Greater Grand Rapids, Mich.  For example, some businesses may be extremely busy during the first quarter and may run into situations where additional research and documentation is required, says Deborah Sweeney, chief executive of MyCorporation.com.
“In those cases, filing for an extension can be a great way to buy additional time,” she says.
Some cases that may legitimately require additional time could include the need for documentation of charitable deductions or new employee paperwork.  “Some tax return positions require that you have contemporaneous supporting documentation, such as an appraisal that supports a charitable contribution deduction,” says Carolyn Linkov, a principal in Parente Beard’s tax department. “If you don’t have this documentation, you should extend the time for filing your return.”
 Once you know you need a corporate tax extension, what should be your first steps?
Most businesses will be eligible for either a six-month or five-month extension, depending on how the business is organized, Becker says.  “There is one major caveat that should be kept in mind while filing for an extension, however. The taxpayer will have to estimate how much, if any amount, is owed in taxes and pay this amount at the time of the extension request. If you fail to take this critical step, the IRS may invalidate the extension,” he says.
Corporations should start evaluating their tax liability as soon as the decision is made to file for an extension, Becker says.  “It will be imperative for you to consider all recent tax law changes as well as this year’s gross income, taxable income, deductions and credits. One advantage of filing for an extension is that a business can spend more time analyzing its tax posture, making sure all available tax benefits have been realized,” he says.
 
With the deadline looming, who should you talk with or meet first?
Business owners should at least correspond with their accountant, if not meet in person, Sweeney says.  “Many accountants are far more e-savvy and they’ll respond to email more expeditiously than in the past, so email communication can work in some instances. When it relates to confidential information, however, some things may be better discussed in person,” she says.  Before you sit down for any chats, have your important documents on hand, including those pertaining to revenue and expenses, banking and investments.
“This can be a lot of information for a business, so they elect to file the extension with the thought that they will reap additional benefits from write-offs or deductions they may have missed,” she says.  Also, if you anticipate owing federal income tax for 2012, make sure you sit down with leaders in your company.  “Meet with your company’s controller or CFO or treasurer to make sure that there are enough company funds to pay the tax liability,” Linkov says.
 Typically, should small businesses do their taxes themselves, or should they seek the advice of a professional?
“Small businesses may find that the cost of hiring a professional is quickly offset by the discovery of write-offs and deductions they may not otherwise know,” Sweeney says. “Even if the small-business owner hires an accountant one year and thinks they can go it alone the following year because they already know all the deductions, the laws frequently change.”
Keep in mind that professional tax preparers can help guide you through some “sticky situations,” Linkov says.  “Compliance with the federal tax law requires more than the filing of a tax return for a business. It also requires a small business to know which of its workers to treat as employees vs. independent contractors and what types of issues, transactions and industries the IRS may be focusing its attention on, through an increase in audits or other measures designed to increase transparency in tax reporting. All of these items a tax professional can identify and assess as part of a broader relationship,” she says.
 Once you file for an extension, what should you look to accomplish in the extra time you've been given?
“After filing an extension, it’s important to meet with your accountant and organize your records,” Sweeney says. “Organized records will help you identify the sources of your income. You need this information to separate business from non-business income and taxable from nontaxable income. You will also need records to help you remember all of your expenses.”  To get a head start on what’s required of you over the next few months, Linkov advises treating your six-month extension “as if it is a much shorter period of time.”
“Just because you have another few months to file your return, that doesn’t mean you have to wait until the last day. So make a concerted effort to obtain the documentation or other missing information as soon as possible,” she says.  Once your 2012 tax return is ready to be filed, you can use the extra time to start planning for the 2013 filing season — and taking a hard look at what might have gone wrong this year.  “Identify and address areas of your tax compliance and function that resulted in the need for you to file an extension,” Linkov says.
 
What Small Businesses Want From Washington in 2013
By Jana Kasperkevic on Inc.com, April 5, 2013 - Rather than poking its nose into the small businesses' business, Washington should focus on increasing the country's economic stability, according to a new survey.  Small business owners sent the U.S. government a clear message in a recent survey by the U.S. Chamber of Commerce. Only 11 percent said they would appreciate the government lending them a helping hand-- instead, they said they would like it to take action on a variety of issues ranging from energy to immigration to taxes.  According to the small business owners surveyed, Washington should take a look at the following: 
 Immigration: 66 percent of small business owners said they believe that immigration reform will "help strengthen the U.S. economy and increase America's global competitiveness by bringing in new tax revenue and establishing a market based employment system."
 Taxes: 79 percent of small business owners said they support tax reform and 52 percent said they would like that tax code to be less complex.
 Health Care: 71 percent of small business owners said the health care law makes it harder for them to hire more employees. Due to the employer mandate, 32 percent of small business owners said they plan to reduce hiring and 31 percent plan to cut back hours to reduce their number of full time employees. 
 Energy: 80 percent of small business said they do not think the government is doing enough to "keep gas prices low, increase domestic energy sources, or develop an energy policy that supports American jobs." In fact, 77 percent see high energy prices as an "immediate threat" to their business. 
 
How to Validate Your Start-up Idea
By Ilya Pozin in Inc.com, Apr 5, 2013 - Will that brilliant business idea really take off? Here are five ways to test it--before you invest too much time and money.  At my marketing agency, Ciplex, I deal with a lot of clients who hire us to build a website for their business idea--based solely on their gut feeling that idea will be successful. They skip the step of figuring out first if they're solving a real problem in the world.  Big mistake.  Before investing any time and money in a business, you need to validate your idea. I asked members of the Young Entrepreneur Council, an invite-only organization for young, successful entrepreneurs about the best ways to validate ideas. Check out their responses below:
 Use smoke tests.
An easy way to gauge interest in an idea is to run some basic tests fist. Devesh Dwivedi, an author and speaker who founded his first company at age 14, advises entrepreneurs to run a basic Craigslist ad to gauge interest. For example, perhaps you want to start a business around hiring babysitters online. First, place an ad that offers the services. Do people contact you? This is a cheap and effective way to glean feedback on start-up or related ideas.  Travis Steffan, a serial entrepreneur, says he generally places an idea on a site like LaunchRock, which helps people to quickly set up a "Launching Soon" page. He then invests in Facebook ads and watches click-through rates. If a good number of people sign up, it means there's real interest, and it's time to take the next step.
Assess yourself.
This one sounds basic but it's worth remembering. Instead of focusing on building products that are simply "cool" or "innovative," ask yourself if the product is something you would use. This is the approach Matt Ackerson, founder of SaberBlast.com, took when launching his company. The easiest way to validate an idea, he says, is to first "survey a market of one: yourself."
 Find a mentor or industry advisor.
There are always going to be people who have expertise or experience you lack. Don't shy away from them--introduce yourself and make a connection. That way, you have a valuable contact in the industry of your choice to determine where the needs are, and how you can address them.
 Conduct a survey.
Sites like SurveyMonkey.com can help you gather feedback on your ideas. Create one and share it on your Facebook page, Twitter feed, and LinkedIn profile, or send it out to trusted professionals, friends, former co-workers, students, and family in email blasts. This is another great way to gauge needs, interest, and gaps in specific industries.
 Trust your gut.
It will lead somewhere, says Corey Blake, a comic book pundit and performer. Maybe it results in a successful product, maybe it won't. Either way, you get a valuable education in what works that will help you later on.
What methods have you used to test your own ideas?
 
Program Success of the Week - Illiana Backyard Fun
Illiana Backyard Fun opened in 2005 in Watseka, IL, south of Kankakee.  Success came by creating an inviting atmosphere that allows customers to envision their own backyard fun oasis.  Illiana shares a 5,000 square foot building with another retailer and sells pools, spas, chemicals, maintenance needs, décor and toys.
 
In 2012, Kristie Cheatum, owner with her husband, went to see Ken Crite at the Kankakee Community College SBDC to discuss a financing deal offered by their current bank that was being sold.  Thanks to Ken’s help the Cheatum’s were able to get an SBA loan and to reduce their debt considerably.  Illiana also hired three additional employees to grow sales and service.  This is an excellent example of an existing business using SBDC expertise to solve a problem and prepare for greater growth.
