I. Welcome - Mark Grant welcomed attendees to the meeting and Alec Messina was introduced as a new member to the CAP (Radogno appointment)
II. Minutes from the January 24, 2012 meeting were approved  - Brooke made motion, Alec seconded
III. Old Business

a. CAP appointments and vacancies:  Mark Grant announced Representative Karen May was appointed by Speaker Madigan to replace Representative Holbrook on the CAP.  Brooke Doggett stated she had been in communication with Rep. May’s assistant, Mary Jane, regarding the possibility of a brief meeting to provide an introduction to the program.  At this time, Rep. May is busy with legislative session but will review the printed materials Brooke had emailed to her and hopes to join a meeting soon.  Rep. May is not running for re-election in the general assembly and her term will expire in January 2013.  At that time, it will be up to her to retain her seat on the CAP or resign.  The only remaining vacancy we still have is the appointment by Senator Cullerton.  Mark Grant has had conversations with Giovanni in Cullerton’s Springfield office regarding filling this appointment.  

b. Registration of Smaller Sources:  
i. Jim Ross stated at this time we have approximately 686 sources registered in the ROSS program, with an increase expected after July 1st.  We have really only experienced minor glitches of which have been worked through, no major problems.  The number of Annual Emission Reports being submitted to EPA has been reduced dramatically.  In regards to the online payment, merchant IDs have been provided and now the Treasurer’s Office needs to perform training to the EPA in order to accept the electronic payments.  Initially the online, electronic payments will only be accepted for ROSS registrations, with the hopes of expanding to other programs/permits in the future. 

ii. The group discussed the potential of sources going into and out of ROSS, back into a permit situation.  The most likely industries this could affect are grain handlers and crushers.  We will see as time goes on how much this happens, but are prepared to handle accordingly.
iii. Annette and Jackie will be presenting a ROSS webinar on 5/24 to the Printing Industry of Illinois Association

iv. In the handouts provided to CAP members was a copy of the PowerPoint presentation used at the ROSS informational sessions.

c. General Permit Streamlining:  Jim Ross stated EPA has completed its website overhaul and the permit portal is up and running.  They are working on adding more specific information to the Environmental Justice (EJ) section of the website, per US EPA’s directive.  The latest information on factors leading to, and if an area is an EJ area based on income, population demographics, etc. will be added to the website.
i. Jim also discussed the difference between “general permits” and “permits by rule” so the group would have a better understanding.  Both receive an ID#, general permits will receive a permit and the permit by rule will get a confirmation via certificate.  Open burning was one of the listed potential permit by rule.
ii. Jim explained EPA has had success so far with the expedited permit system in place now.  Sources pay an extra fee to have their permit processed by a certain expedited date.  The sources are happy to get their permits quickly, and all deadlines have been met.  Permit engineers are working on these only during overtime hours.
d. Non-Attainment Zone Designation Update:  Applications for attainment have been submitted for Chicago and St Louis metro areas.  Final determinations are still pending with US EPA.  Erin volunteered to send the Federal Register notice to the CAP.
e. Pending rulemakings before the Illinois Pollution Control Board:  Erin Conley stated the Motor Vehicle Rule regarding registration of facilities (removal of registration) and usage of autobody paint gun types has been put on 1st notice, and then will go to hearing.  It seems they are trying to move it through quickly.

f. Advantage Illinois – Mark Petrilli stated the list of participating banks has now been published and is on the DCEO website.  Some loans have been made, and some investments made through the venture capital aspect of the program.  Ted will publicize to his members.  

IV.  SBEAP Current Projects & Updates

a. NCAP Update:  Mark Grant stated there has been no activity.  No meetings or movement. 

b. National Training Conference:  Mark Grant and Annette Fulgenzi reminded CAP members of the financial assistance available from US EPA for CAP members to attend the conference, up to $700/member.  Conference will be held May 8 – 10 in Crystal City, Virginia.  Annette stated she is awaiting final determination from the DCEO Director’s Office if she will be able to attend.  Webinars are available each day for those that cannot attend in person.  Brooke will forward the link to all CAP members so they have the opportunity to register online for webinars they are interested in.  
c. National Steering Committee:  Erin stated she will take over as the new Region V representative effective 06/01/12.  Erin has also become the chair of the water 
committee.  In the handouts provided to CAP members was a copy of the letter the NSC sent to the US EPA with comments regarding the Greenhouse Gas Tailoring Rule.

d. Permit Guides:  Annette stated 11 industries have been identified to which permit guideline documents will be crafted.  She has created a template and put the request in to graphics to produce.  An example was provided in the handouts to CAP members.  Annette will share the completed template and further examples with the CAP as they are completed.  The permit guides will be published on both EPA’s website and the SBEAP’s website.  
e. Workshop Activity:  Brooke reported that the SBEAP partnered with the Illinois Department of Public Health’s Lead Prevention Program to host the Renovation, Repair, and Paint Rule Information meetings.  A series of meetings was held throughout the state to educate industry workers on the rule, lead paint dangers, etc.  The SBEAP also worked with the Springfield Office of the American Lung Association on their Electric Vehicle Forums.  4 forums are planned, with the first already held in Springfield in late April.  Industry professionals will discuss the opportunities and obstacles regarding electric vehicle usage.  

f. New version of the “Does Your Business Need an Air Permit?” is now available, posted on our website

V.  Small Business Ombudsman Report:  Ken Page was unable to attend.  The “Quick Answer Directory” has been updated, as well as the “Does My Business Need a Water Pollution Control Permit?” and the “Does My Business Need a Land Permit?”.
a. Ted inquired about filling the Ombudsman position permanently at IEPA.  We identified this as an issue the CAP could address in the future and possibly formally address via letter to IEPA director or as best suited.
