I. Welcome - Mark Grant welcomed attendees to the meeting

II. Minutes from the October 24, 2012 meeting were approved (Ted made motion, Mark Grant seconded)
III. Old Business

a. Ombudsman Report, Ken Page – no new activity to report.  He stated the EPA Bureau of Air has discussed the position with him and the push for it to become more active and/or be filled on a full time position.  Mark Grant summarized and discussed the CAP’s support for the position to be filled and/or active to a further extent along with the obstacles and setbacks to filling a state position.  

b. Ombudsman Position letter of support – Mark Grant and Jim Ross stated the decision had been made to hold off on sending any type of letter in regard to the ombudsman position.  The idea of combining the program manager position at DCEO and the ombudsman position at IEPA is being explored and discussed.

c. SBEAP Manager letter of support – Jim Ross stated that earlier in the week during the SBEAP/BoA quarterly meeting this topic had been discussed with the group, including Mark Petrilli.  Jim suggested the use of “special skills” when the SBEAP manager position is posted, and that EPA had past success utilizing this requirement when filling positions.  Mark Petrilli and Jim Ross agreed during that quarterly meeting to have further discussions about this process and Jim would be willing and able to help DCEO if needed.  Annette stated she has had conversations with a union representative who stated they would support the use of “special skills” on the job posting.  
IV. New Business

a. Legislative Outreach

i. Alec stated the new general assembly members are beginning session and the house and senate environmental committees are being assigned.  Senator Linda Holmes is chair and Senator Dan Duffy is minority spokesman of senate committee.  House chair has not yet been identified.  

ii. Mark Grant suggested CAP members could schedule short morning meetings for April with appropriate members.  Roz and Ted could come night before.  Plan for April.

V. SBEAP Current Projects & Updates

a. Environmental Workshops for the Construction Industries – Brooke stated four workshops are planned for month of February in different regions of the state.  Passed around mailer piece.  Speakers from other state agencies on topics including lead paint, asbestos, radon, construction waste, OSHA consultation program.  

b. Proposed Asbestos Rules & Regulations – Mark Grant stated IDPH had submitted proposed asbestos rules of which NFIB had sent letter with comments and concerns.  Alec also stated that IERG and the Chamber had requested withdrawal of the proposed rules to JCAR.  All comments are now in and we have to wait to see what is decided.
c. ROSS quarterly reminders – Scheduled to go out next week to all sites that should qualify for ROSS and haven’t yet registered.  Erin stated the helpline calls are increasing due to the EPA’s Annual Emissions Report reminder letter.  

d. National Conference Planning – SBEAP National Conference is planned for Chicago May 14 – 15, 2013.  Meetings to be held at US EPA Region V offices and a block of rooms will be held at the Palmer House Hilton.  USEPA has promised speakers and room space.  One of the main presentations will be the auto body ERP on 5/14.  All CAP members invited and encouraged to attend.  $100 registration fee being charged to cover food expenses.  $5000 from SBEAP funds to cover other fees, including possible travel assistance for NCAP members.  Possible evening activities – Cub game?  Goose Island Brewery Tour?  Reception/Awards dinner at hotel.  Ted stated he has a board member from Goose Island brewery and could help us coordinate some sort of tour if we need a contact person there.
