I. Welcome - Mark Grant welcomed attendees to the meeting

II. Minutes from the October 17, 2011 meeting were approved 

III. Old Business

a. CAP vacancies and plan of action: Rep. Holbrook is no longer a CAP member as he has left the General Assembly to take the position of Chairman of the Pollution Control Board. CAP members discussed ways to bring attention to the vacancies on the CAP. A letter has been sent to Speaker Madigan's office, CAP members discussed contacting Senators  Radogno and Cullerton and the new heads of the Energy and Environment Committee. SBEAP staff will contact the DCEO legislative liaison. 
b. Registration of Smaller Sources:  Jim Ross gave a summary of the final rule (adopted in mid-December) and discussed outreach options including a mailing in to approximately 3900 sources (copies in CAP member packets).  Informational meetings will be held (dates and locations to be determined).  CAP members provided feedback on the registration form; Annette Fulgenzi gave an explanation of the electronic submission and payment issues. 

IV. New Business

a. Advantage Illinois: Mark Petrilli provided an update of the program, there are currently no lenders approved although some have begun working through the approval process. The SBDCs are holding lender forums to provide outreach. 

b. Area Source Boiler rule (6J): Erin Conley gave a summary of the changes to the boiler rule, there are pending amendments that are expected to be final in early summer. This will provide impacted facilities with more flexibility.

c. Does My Business Need an Air Permit? Booklet Update: Annette Fulgenzi explained that revisions are being made to the existing booklet to include the new ROSS information and new fee rates. This will not be printed but will be available on the SBEAP web site.

V. SBEAP Current Projects & Updates

a. Dry Cleaner Workbook Calendar Mailing: Erin Conley reported that the mailing went smoothly to all facilities that had requested copies of the workbook.

b. ERP Update: Erin Conley reported that the Region V inspectors had finished their inspections. The Illinois rulemaking to allow facilities in the nonattainment areas more flexibility in paint guns (to follow the federal rule) is moving along through the IEPA process and is expected to be filed with the Pollution Control Board soon. 

c. NCAP Update: Mark Grant discussed the NCAP call, and pointed out that the NCAP also has issues getting and keeping members. The 2012 national training will be held on May 8 - 10 in Crystal City, MA. The agenda will be divided by media type and the NCAP will also have a meeting. The lead abatement rule is a big issue nationally; Annette explained the workshops that will be held in Illinois to help businesses understand their requirements under the lead RRP. 
d. National Steering Committee Update: Erin provided a summary of the training sessions that will be held in the May national training conference. 

VI. Small Business Ombudsman Report: Ken Page reported that the Ombudsman Office is continuing to work to provide assistance to small businesses, and that revisions are being made to the "Does My Business Need a Land/Water Permit"?" booklet. He is waiting on appointments to the Environmental Justice Commission; preference is to have grassroots and environmental justice activists appointed.
VII. Administrative Issues

a. Next meeting date will be April 25, 2012 in Springfield

b. Questions/Discussion: Annette mentioned the American Lung Association's interest in partnering with the SBEAP to provide forums on electric cars to fleet managers. Erin mentioned recent Federal Register publication on Illinois' attainment status, Jim Ross explained that with the inclusion of the most current data that Illinois will not be in attainment of USEPA air quality standards. Roz's students were awarded the Region V Presidential  Award.
