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Illinois Compliance Advisory Panel (CAP) Minutes

I. Welcome - Mark Grant welcomed attendees to the meeting

II. Minutes from the April 10, 2013 meeting were approved (Ted made motion, Alec seconded)
III. Old Business

a. National Conference Wrap-Up:   The conference went well, the states put the conference on without any funding from the USEPA and received many kudos for the quality of the conference. USEPA is analyzing how the states organized the conference while saving money. The registration fees covered catering, we were able to use free meeting space at the Region V USEPA headquarters. USEPA is funding the national conference in 2014- it will be held in the DC area. The webinars from the 2013 conference are available on the national SBEAP website. Mark Grant said that from the CAP standpoint that he was proud of the conference and impressed by the presentations, and by the Illinois SBEAP’s work in planning and hosting the conference. It was good to meet and learn from staff from other states.  Alec Messina and Ted Wysocki agreed that the training was substantive and valuable. Annette Fulgenzi presented Alec Messina with plaques to recognize and thank the State Chamber of Commerce and the Illinois Environmental Regulatory Group for sponsoring the awards reception and ceremony at the national conference. While the state CAP training was helpful, Mark Grant said that the National CAP meeting showed again that it is not an active group, though they are trying to build up membership. 
b. Permit Streamlining Update: Jim Ross described the updates to the IEPA website, including new guidance documents and descriptions of applicability requirements. The permit tracking system is being used by both internal and external users. Progress is being made on the permits by rule, while it is moving slowly all deadlines have been met. The expedited permit requests have slowed down; they have about 40 permits issued through this process.  IEPA needs a formal process to deal with incomplete permit applications. ROSS has 2381 facilities registered to date, potential is for 3400. Lori Pennington has done a great job handling forms and getting responses out to facilities. IEPA is working to get user friendly forms posted online that can be submitted electronically (as the ROSS form is). A majority of the facilities rejected for ROSS have been sites with federally enforceable state operating permits (FESOP), they are not eligible. 
c. Asbestos Update: Alec Messina reported that the proposed asbestos legislations did not move in the General Assembly, currently there is more communication about the issues and problems with the asbestos programs. This issue will be readdressed in the Spring 2014 legislative session. The IEPA director is aware of the issues and is involved, may be working with IDPH to address some of the issues: asbestos administration/regulations housed in two agencies, two sets of regulations that cause conflict and confusion in the regulated community. The Chamber would like to see a single unified program, ideally 
administered by one agency. Legislation went through the Senate but died in the House, this is still a priority for Spring 2014.
d. Stage II Update: Jackie Sims reported on the status of the Stage II rulemaking; it is at the Pollution Control Board and going through their rulemaking hearing process. The Illinois Petroleum Marketers Association (IPMA) has asked for an immediate effective date (instead of waiting until January 2014), IEPA has agreed to use discretion in enforcement until the rules are finalized. 
e. Lifetime Permit Guides: (Annette Fulgenzi) Seven guides have been completed and added to the IEPA website, corrections were made where necessary.
f. Cullerton Appointment Status: Mark Grant spoke with Giovanni Randazzo from Sen. Cullerton’s office, they are trying to fill the last appointment.  Ted asked if there was any outreach currently planned for this fall. Annette described the IERG seminars on environmental basics that are scheduled, and that she will be presenting to a manufacturing group in Danville this fall. Ted asked that the CAP members have program materials to share with legislative district offices to increase awareness of the SBEAP program. Mark Grant brought up the program manager position, and that no progress has been made on that issue. Jim Ross again stated the SBEAP funding agency (IEPA) wants a full time manager for the program, and that with a new IEPA director it may be time to have a new conversation about that issue. Ted pointed out that the SBEAP program is a good example of how two agencies can effectively work together, the program should be supported. Annette thanked the CAP for their continued interest and support in this matter. 
IV. New Business

a. Radon Initiative: Gloria Linnertz from CANSAR will be involved in the outreach as the SBEAP markets the workshops that will be held in the coming months. 
b. Regulatory Comments by CAP: Mark grant asked CAP members if they are interested in commenting on rules. The Wisconsin CAP regularly submits comments on rulemakings, however with the numerous interests on the Illinois CAP this could create conflicts. Ted asked that the CAP simply focus on the interests of small businesses and how they will be impacted by rulemakings. The CAP will continue to review this matter and have a further discussion about commenting on rulemakings.
V. Administrative Issues
a. Next meeting date: The next CAP meeting will be held in Chicago in conjunction with the Region V SBEAO annual meeting in October. 
b. Other issues: No other issues were raised.
