I. Welcome –Mark Grant welcomed attendees to the meeting, minutes from the January 2015 meeting were approved 
II. State & National Program Updates:  
a. Appointments: Cullerton Appointment to CAP –  Mark Grant – nothing to report.  Ted asked Mark to send another request to Sen. Cullerton’s office for an appointment before the next CAP meeting. 

b. Introduction of Kevin Greene: Kevin is the new IEPA liason for the SBEAP program, he will be meeting with Annette and Erin on a regular basis. 
c. SBEAP Program Manager: Mark Petrilli explained that while the process has been slow he expects to be able to fill the SBEAP manager position this summer. 

d. Legislative Update (HB 574): Esther King and Annette gave an update on the status of HB 574 – and explained that this bill would impact the SBEAP program because the whole Entrepreneurship/Innovation/Technology group would be moved to the new private/public partnership under this bill. The legislation is still pending in the General Assembly, no final action has been taken yet. It is understood that if this private/public partnership (P3) does pass that the new not for profit would have State and federal grant funding passed thorugh to the P3, and that the SBEAP program would continue to operate. e. RICE Appellete court decision: Erin provided an update on the US Appellate court decision that impacted portions of the RICE rules for emergency generators. The decision delayed portions of the rule that addressed  emergency demand response. The court’s decision requires that the full rule still applies to facilities that supply energy even for emergency demand response (in situations when a blackout is imminent) when an Energy Alert Level 2 has been declared by the regional Reliability Coordinator of the Bulk Electric System, or by other entity determined by the Reliability Coordinator. 
f. National Training Conference June 23-26, 2015 (Raleigh, N.C.): Erin gave a preview of the training opportunities that will be available at the national conference. Because only one staff was approved for travel this year Erin will be the only person from Illinois at the conference.

b. Next Meeting Date – It was agreed that the IL CAP would like to set the Fall 2015 meeting date in conjunction with the Region IV meeting, Erin will let Mark Grant know when a date is set for the Regional meeting.
