Compliance Advisory Panel meeting October 17, 2011, Erie Room, USEPA bldg

Present: Mark Grant, Ted Wysocki, Rep. Holbrook, Annette Fulgenzi, Jackie Sims, Brooke Doggett, Erin Conley
I. Annette Fulgenzi welcomed the members of the CAP and SBEAP staff
II. TW moved to approve the minutes from the prior meeting, Mark Grant seconded - approved

III. Old Business:

a. Letter requesting additional members: Annette will follow up with legislative leaders through the DCEO legislative liaison. Ted Wysocki will also follow up with legislators.

b. ROSS rulemaking update: Annette explained that some changes have been made to the proposal, the proposed rules have been filed with the Pollution Control Board and one hearing has been held. The Illinois Environmental Regulatory Group (IERG) has filed comments to say that the registration program should be a mandatory program (current proposal has voluntary registration). Annette provided information on fee issues in the rule and the calculation of annual emissions. The SBEAP staff is working with the Agency to provide a small business perspective and to provide outreach. Annette and Jackie are developing forms for businesses to use and are pushing for electronic filing. Copies of the draft form and letter will be sent to the CAP for review. Annette has been working with the State Treasurer's office to implement online fee payments. 
IV. New Business: 
a. CAP Operating Guidelines: Mark Grant gave a summary of other state CAP operating guidelines-other states have more detailed guidelines than the Illinois CAP currently has in place. Some changes that were identified: change DECCA to DCEO, in item #2 change DCEO and add "and current CAP members", clarify the number of appointments and who makes each appointment, add details in item #10 on how to approve an action, clarify Open Meetings Act requirements for video conference meetings. The definition of a member's term is not spelled out in legislation; final consensus was to leave the term decisions in the hands of those who appoint members to the panel.  Annette explained that the language in #7 means that USEPA used to help pay for CAP member travel and regional training, but that there are not as many funds available now. There was a discussion of holding a Region V CAP meeting, Mark Grant will reach out to Region V CAP members - although many states do have a full CAP, some don't have one at all. 
b. Advantage Illinois: a summary of the program was provided, currently there aren't any banks participating in this program. The DCEO contact for this is Stan Luboff (312/814-1595).

V. SBEAP Current Projects & Updates: 

a. Environmental alerts - the first alert was sent with information on the ROSS rules

b. Boiler mailing - Erin provided a copy of the mailing and numbers for notification received (11). Ted Wysocki  suggested that a follow up card be sent to companies that did not respond to the initial mailing
c. Grain elevator factsheet - an electronic version of the fact sheet will be emailed to grain elevators by the grain elevator association

d. Drycleaner calendar - the calendar will be printed and mailed in December

e. Autobody rule changes - Annette gave a brief summary of the rule, the status of the rulemaking is unclear. The IEPA is reviewing the amendments

VI. Small Business Ombudsman Report -No report was available. Mark Grant asked what the ombudsman role used to be, Annette explained that the ombudsman used to be an attorney who would assist small businesses with the regulatory and enforcement process
