I. Welcome - Mark Grant welcomed attendees to the meeting

II. Minutes from the January 24, 2013 meeting were discussed.  Two additions noted by Ted Wysocki which will be added.  Minutes approved with noted additions.  
III. Old Business

a. SBEAP Program Manager Position Update – Mark Petrilli stated that he has had internal discussions regarding the possibility of combining the DCEO SBEAP program manager position with the EPA ombudsman position. Challenges exist with timing, position descriptions, and approvals.  The manager position is a part of the Bargaining Unit which causes further challenges.  Jim Ross has helped make enhancements to the position description.  Mark Grant stated the CAP is still in support of filling the Program Manager position whether it is as it currently stands or as combined with the ombudsman position.  
b. ROSS Updates – 
i. Erin Conley continues to send out quarterly reminder letters.  We average over 100 calls/month about Ross.  We have received over 2100 registrations, which is approximately 2/3 of the total expected.  Erin stated the reminder letters have firmer language stating registration is “mandatory”.  2nd quarter reminders sent to 451 sources.  Next reminder letters go out end of April.  ROSS calls approximately 70% of helpline calls.  
ii. Reshoma is currently working on a ROSS fact sheet for crematories which we will mail out to all ROSS registered crematory sites (approximately 200).  We could also use Dunn & Bradstreet listing to send to other non-registered sites.  Provide draft to CAP when ready for comments and review.  
iii. Construction Workshop Wrap Up – Brooke stated we had lower attendance than in previous years, but evaluations reflected participants were happy with the presentations and information.  We will re-evaluate and possibly change the format and information presented if held again in the future.  

IV. New Business

a. Legislative Updates – Ted and Mark Grant met with Rep. Mike Tryon and Sen. Linda Holmes (environmental committee chair) the morning of 4/10/13.  They presented them with basic information about the SBEAP.  Mark stated we should follow up by sending SBEAP materials to their district offices.  We also discussed obtaining new/more legislative emails to do an email blast with basic SBEAP information.  Ted did mention to Sen. Holmes that Senate President Cullerton has a vacant appointment on our CAP.  Ted suggested sending CAC to legislators and Annette informed that most are already on list, but emails could be outdated.  
b. Center for Neighborhood Technology – Erin stated this organization deals with Chicago urban environmental issues.  Ted is familiar with the organization.  Currently working on a project regarding flood patterns and effects, working with State Farm regarding mitigating and loss reduction, etc.  Looking for business in Chicago to participate.  They are presenting at our national conference in Chicago May 14-15.  Karen May stated the IDNR is working with the Great Lakes Commission (appt by Governor) through their Office of Water Resources regarding water quality and drought issues.  
V. SBEAP Current Projects & Updates

a. Upcoming National Conference – Chicago May 14 – 15 – Annette stated usually USEPA provides funding to host the conference, but not this year.  They did not have available funding, so the state programs pulled together to host and plan.  EPA Region V is providing office space.  The agenda includes some strategic planning and rule updates.  The CAP is invited to attend and we will pay travel expenses.  A CAP training will be held during the 5/14 lunch session.  The awards reception will be held at the Palmer House Hilton the evening of 5/14 and is sponsored by IERG/IL State Chamber of Commerce.  Thank you to Alec for securing the sponsorship.  

b. Asbestos Program Updates – 
i. Annette stated the City of Chicago has implemented an asbestos notification fee of $300.  A combined form was developed which is accepted by City of Chicago, Cook County, IEPA, and IDPH.  IEPA updated their asbestos website, included the new form, links to county and city sites and made electronic payment available.
ii. Alec stated SB 1961 has been introduced (supported by IERG, Il Chamber, Association of Realtors, IML, NFIB) to move administration of asbestos programs from IDPH to IEPA.  A lot of complaints were received in January, after IDPH introduced new proposed rules.  SB 1961 seeks to leave the asbestos licensing at IDPH, but would move inspection and enforcement to IEPA.  IDPH opposes the bill.  Alec stated there would be no change in the standards, just an administrative change.  

c. Autobody Repair – Erin stated the fact sheet and notification form have been updated.  Emails have been sent to sales contacts we had on record.  The ongoing training requirement for the five year refresher is coming up.  Erin will send out formal letter to providers we have worked with in the past and get a list of resources together.  

d. Manufacturer’s Outreach – Annette has been working with a lot of manufacturing groups lately and doing presentations for them to members.  She has covered area source rules, EPA streamlining, & program services.  IERG will be holding their “Basics” course this fall in October.  

e. Radon Partnership – Annette stated all new homes will need to be built radon resistant and have some sort of radon mitigation system.  The SBEAP is working with IEMA to do outreach to day care centers which must be tested.  Karen May asked if they could use commercial purchased kits on their own.  Annette going to confirm but understands commercial building need a licensed tester.

f. SBEAP annual report – everyone was provided with a copy of the new/updated reporting form.  Mark Grant would like to see more facts & results added.  Ted asked if there would be a state comparison summary completed after reports are submitted.  
VI. Ombudsman Report – Ken Page stated IEPA continues to provide services through the helpline.  He is hopeful a shared position/program could be in place soon.
VII. Administrative Issues –

b. Other Issues?  Karen mentioned Energy Impact Illinois where energy efficiency audits are done for residents and would like to see it expanded to businesses.
