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Addendum to PSEE Program Guidelines

IDDENDUM TO PROGRAM GUIDELINE
In response to the Federal and State Clean Water Initiatives, DCEO through the Energy Efficiency Program is offering this Addendum.  The Addendum is to entice facilities to invest in newer energy efficient technology in the process of updating their current facilities.  By leveraging funding from the Illinois EPA and the Illinois Clean Energy Community Foundation, DCEO hopes to spur development of energy efficient clean water systems in Illinois.

Studies have shown approximately 60 percent of energy consumed in Waste Water Treatment facilities is utilized in the Aeration process.  Typical savings can range from 20-50 percent of this consumption by installing High Efficiency Aeration Blowers and ancillary systems.   

This Addendum to the program guidelines for the Illinois Energy Now Public Sector Energy Efficiency
Program (PSEE) applies to those projects where the Final Application is received by DCEO on or before
5:00 pm on May 15, 2015.  PSEE applications for High Efficiency Aeration systems are not eligible for any other bonus.  These PSEE incentives are only available as long as funds in the program remain.  All other program provisions and limitations apply.

Applicants are encouraged to leverage funding through the Illinois Clean Energy Community Foundation www.illinoiscleanenergy.org and the Illinois EPA SRF loan program for water and waste water systems http://www.epa.state.il.us/water/financial-assistance/state-revolving-fund.html. 

1.0 Clean Water Energy Efficiency Bonus

The Bonus shall increase the qualifying High Efficiency Aeration System Custom incentive, limited to 100 percent of the purchased Equipment Cost, to $0.36 per annual kWh saved according to the following terms:

A. Projects are 100 percent complete.

B. Equipment Cost is the cost to purchase the High Efficiency Blowers, Aeration Diffusers and controls and must be verified with separate invoices.

C. High Efficiency Aeration systems must attain a minimum 25 percent energy savings.

D. Complete Final Application is received by 5:00 pm on May 15, 2015.  Applications can be found at http://www.illinois.gov/dceo/whyillinois/KeyIndustries/Energy/Pages/EnergyEfficiencyForms.aspx.  

Final Applications shall include:
a.  A spreadsheet showing  kW, kWh and MGD through the plant by month for one year,  unless submitted with Pre-Approval Application.  This spreadsheet shall reflect an average or typical plant profile.
b.  Completed Section 1, Application, check “Final” box. 
· Include all funding received from The Illinois Clean Energy Community Foundation and the Illinois EPA SRF program.
c.   Completed Section 2, Building/Facility Information (for each Building),
d.  Signed Section 3, Applicant Certification.
e.  Manufacturer spec sheets, unless submitted with Pre-Approval or if equipment is updated.
f.	Custom Incentive Worksheet – Appendix C
· Aeration system upgrades must have their own custom worksheet with savings calculation.  It is acceptable to include multiple projects in one application.
g.  Invoices and receipts for the installed project.
h.	Submit Rebate Agreement per Rebate Agreement Checklist (only for incentives greater than $10,000 and less than $150,000 where Pre-Approval Application was previously
submitted and approved).

E. Funding is limited to 100 percent of the equipment cost including funding received through the Illinois Clean Energy Community Foundation.
