Include payment structures, energy saving goals, measurement plans, and incentive structures as required for the proposed project. Discuss the cost effectiveness of the program (savings in kWh and/or therms per program dollar spent).  Clearly identify the public sector market sector(s) to be served, the geographic area covered and the types of electric and natural gas energy efficiency measures included.  Clearly describe how the proposed project will simplify the overall application process, quickly deliver projects, and/or capture projects that might otherwise not be submitted as standalone projects.
