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Notes

e Now that your Print Driver is defaulted to Secure Print, there is no need to enter
Properties to turn on Secure Print for every job.

e You may enter Properties from the Print Driver to de-select Secure Print on a job-
by-job basis.

e If you print ALL of the sheets (tabs) in an Excel Workbook simultaneously, the
Secure Print setting will only hold for the first spreadsheet.

e You may repeat this process to change your Secure Print code. However, you
will have to change the driver back to “Normal” in the Job Type menu and Apply,
then go back in and select Secure Print. You will then see the box asking you to
enter a code.
