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Massachusetts Accountability and
Assistance System
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The Department of Elementary and Secondary Education
(ESE) classifies schools based on student performance

Schools and districts are classified into a level (1-5) based on a
four-year trend

Schools classified using Progress & Performance Index (PPI):
Achievement gap measures
Growth measures
Graduation and dropout rates
ELP growth

Districts are classified based on the level of lowest-performing
school

E.g., a district with a level 1 and level 3 school would be level 3
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Lowest performing schools received the highest levels
