· Review of privately-funded opportunities
· Best practices document from Dylan Uhlir at Greater Chicago Food Depository. 
· Tracy will discuss how we can best support corporate/retail donations with Julie Murphy from Walmart 
· Agricultural business partnerships: pantries have some smaller projects within their communities.
· Ineligible subgroups population grid
· Definition, geography, barriers to eligibility to federal programs
· Some federal programs are available to children of undocumented immigrants them but may not be aware that they are eligible or they may fear negative repercussions if they apply (e.g., deportation). We need to separate out adult undocumented adults because their options are more limited.
· Realize that working to make major policy changes with immigration is not the place of the Commission.
· Should consider the following questions:
· How might private funding play into supporting this group?
· How do we connect people to the already existing programs that they could utilize? There is an opportunity for education and outreach here.
· Use existing structures but connect with coalitions to better understand how to support these populations.
· Certain documented non-citizens: need to have more outreach. Need to understand what the services are already available to inform constituents. Considered the following questions:
· Should one group be responsible for outreach or rely on community groups or both? 
· Who’s ultimately responsible for ensuring this outreach happens? 
· Do we recommend a new position to oversee coordination of programs?
· Mixed Status Families: a lot of overlap with the previous category
· Working Poor:
· Office hours can be prohibitive.
· Often rely on private groups, what incentives can the state offer to continue giving?
· Need a bigger private presence to support them.
· What kind of revenue do food banks bring in privately? Tracy will get information. 
· Grace asked what would be a goal increase? 
· Also need to support infrastructure to support this.
· Affordable Care Act (ACA) implications on food insecure population
· Look at other programs that connect public health with nutrition programs. Dylan referenced several in her research.
· Chris will talk with Joe to see if there is a direction he was thinking of with this.
