PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF HOME AND COMMUNITY BASED SERVICES (HCBS) WAIVER 
HCBS WAIVER FOR PERSONS WHO ARE ELDERLY 

 

The Illinois Department of Healthcare and Family Services (HFS), in conjunction with the Illinois 
Department on Aging (DoA) propose to amend the HCBS Waiver for Persons Who Are Elderly to 
implement action by the Illinois General Assembly to increase rates of pay for Homemaker Services by, 
at least, $.72 per hour to $18.29 per hour.  Also, an enhanced rate of $1.77 per hour will be paid to 
those in-home service provider agencies that offer health insurance coverage as a benefit to their direct 
service worker employees.  Illinois Public Act 100-0023 provides that the enhanced rate shall be 
adjusted using actuarial analysis based on the cost of care.
