
PROPOSED CHANGES IN METHODS AND STANDARDS 
FOR ESTABLISHING MEDICAL ASSISTANCE PAYMENT RATES

The Illinois Department of Healthcare and Family Services (HFS) is proposing a change in the 
methods and standards by which the Department will reimburse providers. The proposed change 
is effective for dates of service on or after July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017 and is addressed 
below.   
 
As an ongoing effort to provide access to care and quality services, the Department is proposing 
to increase reimbursement rates for several behavioral health services rendered by a physician or 
a licensed community mental health center. These proposed changes will increase expenditures 
by approximately $27.5 million based on current utilization patterns.
