Human Services Commission Meeting
September 12, 2012

1. Co-Chair Ngoan Le welcomed commissioners and attendees to the meeting and commissioners introduced themselves.
2. Jerry Stermer provided an update on the status of the codified Human Services Commission and discussed the appointment process.  
3. The Commission reviewed the minutes from the July 11, 2012 meeting.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes.  Commissioners voted unanimously to approve the minutes.
4. Eileen Durkin (Community Counseling Centers of Chicago) and Jane Bilger (consultant) presented the draft recommendations of the Rebalancing workgroup.  It was emphasized that the workgroup worked to coordinate the efforts of all the different groups currently working in this field.  
· Comments focused on ensuring that all individuals affected by rebalancing are made aware of the array of choices available to them, including the option to remain in institutional care.  Also, information sharing among key players in the process was emphasized to take care that problematic issues are avoided if possible.  It was also stated that the possibility of resources shifting from one population to another must be considered.
5. Jack Kaplan (United Way) presented the draft recommendations of the Budgeting for Results workgroup.  The presentation highlighted that full funding should be a guiding principle in the Budgeting for Results process and that communication between the State and service providers need to be intentional and regular.  The use of multiple measures that are nuanced, appropriate and tied to expectations was also a key recommendation discussed in the presentation.  
· There were no comments or questions for the workgroup.

6. Dee Ann Ryan (Vermilion County Mental Health) presented the draft recommendations of the Rationalizing Service Delivery, Children’s Behavioral Health sub-workgroup.  The importance of adopting a system of care approach was noted.  It was also noted that care coordination may be improved by examining best practices and models being employed in other states.

· During the feedback and comments period, State agencies were commended for the interagency collaboration that has begun to take place.  It was also noted that every model is not transportable and care has to be taken when looking for models that align with Illinois’s unique system.

7. Larry Joseph (Voices for Illinois Children) presented the draft recommendations of the Program Reorganization workgroup.  

· Comments were made that the scope of this workgroup must go beyond maternal and child health and that it may be good to examine what all is encompassed within maternal and child health.

8. Ngoan Le reviewed the proposed work plan for the remainder of the Commission’s current term ending in November 2012. There is one more Commission meeting scheduled for the year. The three workgroups will collect comments on the draft recommendations that were presented and complete final reports and recommendations to be presented to the full Commission for adoption.
9. The next full Human Services Commission meeting is scheduled for November 15, 2012, 1pm-4pm at the JRTC.
10. A public comment period was announced, but no comments were raised.
The meeting was adjourned.
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
