I am writing to ask that the state reconsider and reverse the decision to close the Mabley Center in Dixon, IL. My brother, Tom Becker, has been a resident of Mabley for over 40 years. He is severely and profoundly handicapped and incapable of independent living. The Mabley Center is the only facility in Northwest Illinois of it's kind. They specialize in providing services to the deaf, blind and mentally handicapped. My brother unfortunately qualifies on 2 of these afflictions and also has moderate hearing loss. They are a small, homelike, well-run facility and their residents are extremely well cared for and happy. Closing this facility would be a huge dis-service to some of the states most vulnerable citizens. 

I can't think of a more meaningful way to spend our tax dollars then by using them to provide food, shelter, care and comfort to those incapable of supporting themselves in these most basic needs. Please do what you know is right and keep this center open so it can serve the Mabley residents who so desperately need our eyes our ears and our voice because they don't have theirs. Please help!
