ITTE Administrative Update

Chairman Kauerauf welcomed everyone attending the meeting at IEMA and acknowledged the members attending via
video conference at DuPage County OHSEM.

Director Joseph acknowledged the attendance of summer interns from county and local emergency management
agencies. The interns were provided an opportunity to attend the ITTF meeting and learn about local, state, and federal
emergency management programs and systems and to visit the IEMA facility and the state emergency operations center
(SEOC). Director Joseph also acknowledged the new voting appointee for the lllinois State Police, First Deputy Director
Chad Peterson.

National/State Homeland Security and Chairs Preparedness Update

Aaron Kusterman, Chief, Statewide Terrorism and Intelligence Center (STIC) lllinois State Police (ISP), provided a briefing
on national intelligence trends.
