With respect to the interaction between this process and the Docket 13-0546 rehearing, | would just note that
the tentative schedule in the case calls for initial briefs April 25, reply briefs May 2, a proposed order sometime
in May, etc., until we get to an Order on or before June 24, which is the last Commission session before the
rehearing drop dead date of ~ July 7. That schedule is tentative, but it seems to me there is a good chance
that the “buyback” contracts, if there is a desire to make them effective in June, will be signed prior to any
Commission action in the Docket 13-0546 rehearing, unless all parties (including the suppliers) are willing to
wait for a Commission order. Staff is willing to wait. However, if waiting is not a viable option, then Staff is of
the opinion that the contract documents should contain language indicating that the contract terms are subject
to whatever changes are required by the Commission in the Docket 13-0546 rehearing. |s there already a
“MODIFICATION BY OPERATION OF LAW” type provision that adequately covers this contingency?

Attached are draft updated Master Agreement Coversheet and Confirmation documents for the purchase of curtailed
RECs under the long term renewable agreements. There are two primary changes to the documents from the version
used last year:

1) An “ACP REC Applicable Percentage” field has been added and the contract quantity has been updated to reflect
using this applicable percentage in determining the contract quantity. This was added to ensure that only
curtailed RECs will be delivered under the contract for those units that are delivering only a portion of the
applicable generating unit output.

2) The end of the REC delivery period has been extended from the 10th of July to the 20th of August. This will
ensure that generation through May 31st will be able to be delivered for those suppliers using MRETS, since
there is approximately a two month lag between the close of a month and the availability of the RECs in MRETS.

Please note that consistent with last year, delivery is optional and therefore, there are no supplier collateral

requirements. Please let us know if you have any questions, recommended changes, orif you are OK with the
documents as is.
