Guests from Springfield Mass Transit District (SMTD) are present today
to discuss a complaint against Access Springfield. The Authority when
directly into closed session to accommodate our guests.

Pintar shared the Governor’s plan for closure facilities. The closure of a
State Operated Developmental Center (SODC) is a highly emotional issue

which impacts a large number of interests.

12-050-9017 — A parent’s organization complains a facility is violating
consumers’ rights regarding the failure of the state to evaluate the
individual residents’ needs before making a blanket decision to relocate all
the residents and the state’s failure to include families in the decision
process.
