Transitional Care of Lake County, LLC, Innovative Health, LLC, IH Mundelein Owner, LLC and OnPointe
Health Development, LLC (collectively, the “Applicants”) seek authority from the Illinois Health Facilities
and Services Review Board (“State Board”) to establish a 185 bed skilled nursing facility to be located at
850 East U.S. Highway 45, Mundelein, Illinois 60060. The proposed Transitional Care of Lake County
will consist of 73,271 GSF of clinical space and 18,729 GSF of non-clinical space: for a total of 90,000
GSF.

Until recently, Winchester House was owned and operated by Lake County. Several years ago, Lake
County realized the financial impact upon the community of continuing to operate Winchester House was
untenable. The issues related, in part, to the overwhelming financial losses, along with the need for
constructing an entirely new replacement facility. To evaluate the possible options available to allow for
the continued provision of long term care to residents of Lake County, Lake County established the
Winchester House Advisory Board (the “Advisory Board’). The Advisory Board recommended Lake
County issue a Request for Proposal to solicit proposails from qualified entities in the private sector
looking to: (1) enter into a lease to operate Winchester House for a term certain; (2) go through the
Certificate of Need process.to become the licensee; and (3) pursue regulatory approval for the
establishment of a replacement facility by the end of the term of the lease. Lake County selected the
Applicants’ proposal for the lease and replacement of Winchester House as the most advantageous for

Lake County.

The Applicants acknowledge there are no rules or regulations governing the relocation/replacement of
skilled nursing facilities, and that such projects are classified as establishments of new health care
facilities. The proposed project is the final phase of a three phase plan by Lake County to transfer
ownership and operation of Winchester House to a private entity and to replace the existing facility with a
modern, state of the art skilled nursing facility. On November 18, 2015, the State Board approved the
change of ownership of Winchester House. On December 14, 2015, the transaction closed and the
llinois Department of Public Health (“IDPH"} issued a license to Transitional Care of Lake County, LLC
effective December 14, 2015 to operate Winchester House. This project proposes the
relocation/replacement of Winchester House. If the State Board approves this project, upon the licensure
of the proposed Transitional Care of Lake County, Winchester House will be discontinued, and all
residents wishing to reside in the new facility will be transferred to the new facility.

Purpose of the Project

The Applicants seek authority from the State Board toc establish a 185 bed skilled nursing
facility to be located at 850 East U.S. Highway 45, Mundelein, lllinois 60060. The purpose of
this project is to ensure the residents of Lake County continue to have access to quality long-
term care services, and to ensure that there will be a continued commitment to the provision
of care to the underserved and indigent residents of Lake County. The proposed project is
the final phase of a three phase plan to transfer ownership and operation of Winchester
House from Lake County to the Applicants and to replace the existing facility with a modern,
state of the art skilled nursing facility.

Winchester House opened in 1847 as a poor farm and has since evolved into a long-term
care facility providing 24-hour care. The existing buildings that make up the Winchester
House complex date back to 1942, and the five-story care center dates back to 1970. Until
recently, the County owned and operated Winchester House. Several years ago, the County
realized its continued operation of Winchester House was untenable. The issues related, in
part, to overwhelming financial losses and the need to construct a replacement facility.

To identify possible options for the continued provision of care, the County Board
commissioned several studies relating to the Winchester House management and financial
performance, its position in the skilled nursing services market, projections regarding future
senior care demand, and the feasibility of a new replacement facility.

To properly evaluate this information, in 2007, the County Board established the Winchester
House Advisory Board ("Advisory Board") to recommend, among other things, the best
option(s) for constructing a new skilled nursing facility. The Advisory Board was comprised of
Lake County residents who are industry professionals and afso included two current Lake
County Board members.

The Advisory Board spent a significant amount of time researching the changing healthcare
environment in lllinois, the trends in utilization and reimbursement. With the help of the
Advisory Board, Lake County anaiyzed available data to determine the best available
options to ensure high quality care for current/future residents of Winchester House.

One of the first conclusions reached was that Winchester House was outdated and that the
cost involved with renovating the existing facility or building a new replacement facility would
not be fiscally responsible to the County taxpayers. The operation of Winchester House has
consistently yielded a substantial financial loss for the County.

After all of the information was gathered, analyzed, and discussed, the Advisory Board presented
its recommendation that the County issue a Request for Proposal ("RFP") to solicit proposals
from qualified entities in the private sector looking to: (1) enter into a lease to operate Winchester
House for a term certain; (2) go through the Certificate of Need process to become the licensee;
and (3) pursue regulatory approval for the establishment of a replacement facility by the end of
the term of the lease. This plan of action was the Advisory Board's plan to ensure that the
existing residents of Winchester House would continue to receive quality care, that a quality
operator could be identified which would commit to ensuring that every resident of Winchester
House would continue to have a facility in which to receive care, and that the residents of Lake
County would continue to have access to quality care at a new facility in the future.

RFPs were extended to 80 potential vendors. Based on the criteria set forth in the RFP for the
Lease and Replacement of Winchester House, the conclusion was reached that the proposal
submitted by Applicants was the most favorable for Lake County.

Lake County has coordinated with the staff of State Board regarding the design and results of
the RFP process by seeking technical assistance. In May 2014, the County met with George
Roate, Courtney Avery, and Frank Urso to ensure that all of the relevant considerations related
to the potential of a County stepping out of the operation of a long-term care facility were being
considered. Great insight was obtained which was then factored into the RFP process. In May
2015, another technical assistance meeting took place with Michael Constantino, George Roate,
and Juan Morado to discuss the practical steps to be taken to execute the plan of action
designed by the Advisory Board in a manner consistent with the requirements of the State Board.

As part of the lease, the Applicants committed to serving a Medicaid population. In the event
the proposed facility is approved, the Applicants have committed that every resident of
Winchester House wanting to reside in the new facility will have the opportunity to do so. The
project outlined is the best path forward to ensure that when Lake County steps out of its
role as a provider of long-term care services, that it has the least impact upon the
community. Lake County's partnership with the Applicants is the best means of achieving
that goal.

On November 17, 2015, the State Board approved the Applicants’ application for the change
of ownership of Winchester House. On December 14, 2015, the transaction closed, and
IDPH issued a license to the Applicants to operate Winchester House. As noted, above the
proposed project is the final phase of Lake County’s plan to transition operations and
ownership of Winchester House and to ensure underserved and indigent residents of Lake
County have access to a modern, state of the art skilled nursing facility.

2. The market area is Planning Area 8 also known as Lake County lllinois. A map of the market area for
the proposed facllity is attached at Attachment —~ 11. The market area encompasses an approximate
30 mile radius around the proposed facility. The boundaries of the market area are as foilows:

North approximately 30 minutes normal travel time to Antioch, lllinois.

Northeast approximately 30 minutes normal travel time to Beach Park, lllinois.

East approximately 19 minutes normal travel time to Lake Michigan.

Southeast approximately 30 minutes normal travel time to Niles, lllinois.

South approximately 30 minutes normal travel time to Itasca, lllinois.

Southwest approximately 30 minutes normal travel time to Hoffman Estates, Illinois.
West approximately 30 minutes normal travel time to Crystal Lake, IHilinois.
Northwest approximately 30 minutes normal travel time to Spring Grove, lllinois.

3. The proposed project will ensure indigent and underserved residents of Lake County have access to
high quality skilled nursing care. As noted above, the Applicants have committed to serve the
Medicaid population in Lake County, and every resident of Winchester House will have the
opportunity to transfer to the new facility.

Further, the proposed project will address the calculated excess of beds in Lake County. Winchester
House is currently licensed for 224 skilled nursing beds; however, the proposed project is requesting
185 skilled nursing beds. This will return 39 beds to the inventory, reducing the number of excess
beds in Lake County to 272 skilled nursing beds (or 13% reduction of excess beds).

4. The goal of the proposed project is to provide access to a high quality, state-of-the-art skilled nursing
care to residents of Lake County. The Applicants anticipate that within two years of project
completion, Transitional Care of Lake County will reach and maintain 90% utilization.

Alternatives

1. Do Nothing

As the Advisory Board concluded the continued operation of Winchester House is not fiscally feasible.
The condition of the physical plant has been maintained by utilizing the on-site efforts of dedicated
employees, but has reached a point where the functional utility of the structure warrants replacement.
Currently, Lake County is funding losses in excess of $1 million annually. The financial impact of
continued operation of an antiquated facility (or of implementing continued temporary solutions) is not
financially prudent. Finally, the long-term interests of those residents utilizing Winchester House
would be compromised by not taking affirmative action to provide for their present, as well as their
future health needs.

2. Close Winchester House

As the Advisory Board concluded the continued operation of Winchester House is not fiscally feasible.
Winchester House provides a needed and valuable service to the underserved and indigent residents
of Lake County, and closure of Winchester House is not the preferred option. Closure of Winchester
House without any organized plan to continue to provide care for indigent residents can have a
notably adverse effect on access to care. For that reason, closing the facility and transferring the
existing residents to other facilities is irresponsible from both a social and a health planning
perspective.

3. Sell Winchester House

The Applicants lease Winchester House from Lake County and have no control over the physical
plant. Due to the age and condition of the physical plant as stated above, sale of the physical plant is
not an option. Accordingly, this is not an option for the Applicants.

6. Build a Replacement Facility
This option was selected because it proved to be the best balancing of the competing interests.

The Applicants are committed to the Medicaid population to ensure Lake County’s underserved and
indigent residents continue to have access to quality care. The proposed repiacement facility will
ensure Lake County residents have access to high quality, state-of-the-art skilled nursing facility
operated by quality care givers. The Applicants have also committed that every resident of Winchester
House who wants to reside lhe proposed replacement facility is able to transfer to the proposed
replacement facility. .

The cost of this alternative is $29,232,700.

1. The Applicants propose the relocation of the Winchester House, a 224 bed skilled nursing facility, (the
“Existing Facility") from its current location at 1125 North Milwaukee Avenue, Libertyville, lllinois
approximately 7 miles (or less than 15 minutes) to 850 East U.S. Highway 45, Mundelein, lllinois.
The replacement facility will have a bed complement of 185 beds. Accordingly, the propose project

I am the manager of Transitional Care of Lake County, LLC (“TCLC”). I am writing in support
of TCLC’s proposed relocation of Winchester House. As you are aware on November 18, 2015,
the Illinois Health Facilities and Services Review Board approved the change of ownership of
Winchester House. As discussed in greater detail below, the change of ownership of Winchester
House was the second phase of a multi-phase transition of the ownership and operations from
Lake County to TCLC. The final phase of the transition, which this project proposes, is the
relocation of Winchester House from its current location to 850 East U.S. Highway 45,
Mundelein, Illinois.

Several years ago, Lake County realized the financial impact upon the community of continuing
to operate Winchester House was untenable. The issues related, in part, to the overwhelming
{inancial losses, along with the need for constructing an entirely new replacement facility. To
evaluate the possible options available to allow for the continued provision of long term care to
residents of Lake County, Lake County established the Winchester House Advisory Board (the
“Advisory Board”).
