General duties:  An Automotive Mechanic performs skilled mechanical work in the maintenance and repair of 
automotive and other standard equipment used principally in highway and marine maintenance and construction 
activities; tunes engines, grinds valves; sets tappets and push rods; inspects and repairs transmissions, universal 
joints and differentials; repairs armatures, generators and starters; familiar with repairs to final drives and 
variable speed hydrostats; may perform oxyacetylene and electric welding or simple blacksmithing; should 
include welding of cast carbon mild steel and hard surfacing; familiar with stick, mig and tig welding equipment; 
repair diesel engines which includes fuel injection pumps, turbo chargers, inter coolers and injectors. 
 
Minimum requirement at the time of the automated multiple-choice examination:  Possession of a valid 
Commercial Driver's License Class B.  Some positions which operate combination vehicles may require a higher 
Class(A).
