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DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF WORK: 
 

Under direct supervision of an education administrator and/or with professional 
directions from an Educator, for a period not to exceed two years, follows a well-
defined agency specific in-service and on-the-job training program designed to 
become fully qualified in an area of specialization and to meet Illinois State Board of 
Education requirements for issuance of a Professional Educator License1 (PEL); 
observes and teaches specialized classes to promote the habilitation and daily living 
skills of adults with developmental disabilities, or teaches adult general education 
development or, teaches kindergarten, elementary or secondary school subjects; 
assists the Educator in the preparation and/or collection of requested materials and 
data for specified students;  receives training in agency and facility operations and 
programs; receives instruction and supervision in developing necessary skills and 
knowledge unique to the facility and assignment.  

 
ILLUSTRATIVE EXAMPLES OF WORK 
 

1. Under the guidance of an appropriately licensed Educator and/or education 
administrator, teaches subjects to students in previously defined instructional 
areas; encourages positive motivation of the student. 

 
2. Prepares and/or collects requested materials and data for specified students 

with developmental disabilities; prepares behavior check sheets; records 
behavior data and assists Educator in collecting and preparing instructional 
aids and materials; develops supportive background information for use of 
Educators in making program decisions. 

 
3. Attends orientation sessions introducing the philosophies, policies, services 

and objectives of the agency and facility; receives guidance and training in 
development of instructional and communication skills, and techniques and 
methods engaged to provide student care, safety, security and welfare.  

 
4. Uses manual signing skills to more effectively instruct children with hearing 

impairments or uses proficiency in Braille to communicate with students with 
visual impairments. 
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EDUCATOR INTERN (Continued) 
 
 
 
5. Observes the actions of students; discusses observations with the Educator in 

charge; informs Educator of student's positive and negative behavior. 
 
6. Accompanies small groups on trips and assists the Educator in maintaining 

supervision on field trips and in the classroom. 
 
7. Performs other duties as required or assigned which are reasonably within the 

scope of the duties enumerated above. 
 
 
DESIRABLE REQUIREMENTS: 
 

Education and Experience 
Requires a bachelor's degree and possession of a current, valid Educator 

License with Stipulations issued by the Illinois State Board of Education, endorsed 
for Provisional Educator 2, with endorsement in the area of specialization 
appropriate to the subject matter and type of students served;  

 
OR 

 
Requires a bachelor's degree, five years of experience in the area of the 

individual’s education, and a current, valid Educator License with Stipulations issued 
by the Illinois State Board of Education, endorsed for Alternative Provisional 
Educator 3 in the area of specialization appropriate to the subject matter and type of 
students served. 
 
Knowledge, Skills and Abilities 

Requires ability to communicate with, and instruct, adult students of all levels 
of competence in general education development, when assigned.  

Requires ability to communicate with, and instruct, students with physical 
and/or intellectual impairment/disability. 

Requires working knowledge of classroom procedures and how to instruct 
students. 

Requires elementary knowledge in the use of personal computers. 
Requires elementary knowledge of behavior patterns of students living in a 

residential, rehabilitation or correctional setting. 
Requires elementary knowledge of behavior modification principles. 
Requires elementary knowledge of rules and laws concerning student 

confidentiality rights. 
Requires a written and spoken knowledge of a foreign language at a colloquial 

skill level when necessary to instruct non-English speaking students.  
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EDUCATOR INTERN (Continued) 
 
 
Requires manual signing skill and proficiency and/or proficiency in Braille in 

communicating with individuals with hearing impairments and/or visual impairments. 
Requires ability to relate to students with extreme and profound emotional 

impairments. 
Requires ability to establish and maintain good working relationships with co-

workers. 
Requires ability to establish and maintain trusting relationships with students 

and families.

1  Professional Educator License (PEL): To obtain this license, individuals must successfully 

complete an Illinois approved educator preparation program and complete all program and 
state requirements, including testing, application, and payment of applicable fees; or, submit 
evidence of completion of an approved program outside of Illinois and completion of all other 
requirements, to the ISBE.  An individual possessing a PEL may teach or work in any 
appropriately endorsed area.   

 
2  Educator License with Stipulations (ELS):  an ELS with Provisional Educator 

Endorsement allows applicants that received educator training outside the state of Illinois to 
teach or work while attaining the prerequisites necessary to qualify for a PEL; holders of an 
ELS with Provisional Educator Endorsement have been deemed qualified to teach or work 
(provisionally) in specific appropriately endorsed content and grade-level areas. 

  
3  ELS with Alternative Provisional Educator Endorsement allows applicants to teach while 

pursuing a PEL through the Alternative Educator Licensure Program from an ISBE-approved 
program.  The Alternative Provisional Educator Endorsement is issued after successful 
completion of the first phase of the program.
